The Chairman introduced members and officers present and welcomed everyone to the meeting. He asked the applicant for the review, the respondent and his representative to identify themselves. He then explained the procedure to be followed at the meeting.
The Licensing Manager summarised the details of the application for review, called by Surrey Police on the grounds of prevention of crime and disorder, which had been set out in full in the report of the Head of Environmental Health and Building Control Services.

Sergeant Scott outlined the concerns of the police in relation to the number of crime and disorder incidents occurring at the premises.

The respondent’s solicitor presented his client’s case and summarised the respondent’s response to the application for Review.

The Chairman then opened the matter for discussion in accordance with the procedure.

The meeting was adjourned for ten minutes so that the Sub-Committee could take legal advice in private. The meeting re-convened and the Principle Solicitor explained that she had advised the Sub-Committee on its powers to adjourn the meeting until Sgt Jones, who had submitted the original review papers on behalf of Surrey Police, was able to attend the hearing. The Sub-Committee agreed to continue and the respondent’s Solicitor and Surrey Police concurred with this decision.

Having heard the evidence presented, the Sub-Committee then retired to consider and determine the application for review, having regard to the licensing objective on crime and disorder.

Upon reconvening, the Chairman gave the Sub-Committee’s summary decision, that it had decided to suspend the Premises Licence for a period of two weeks and modify the conditions thereon. 
The full decision with reasons would be notified to the applicant for the review and the respondent, within the next five working days.

RESOLVED that the Premises Licence held by Monty Leisure Ltd, 169 High Street, Staines be suspended for a period of two weeks and the conditions be modified in accordance with the Decision Notice attached to these Minutes.
