PAY ON FOOT CONSULTANCY WORK AND FLOODING ASSESSMENT - CARRY OVER OF EXPENDITURE FROM 2002/2003 TO THE FINANCIAL YEAR 2003/2004

Councillor G.E. Forsbrey, the Portfolio Holder for Environment and Planning, has considered the report of the Strategic Director (Community), approved by the Management Team, on a proposal for the carry over of expenditure from 2002/2003 to the financial year 2003/2004 in relation to two discrete portions of work namely, (1) Pay on Foot Consultancy Work and (2) Flooding Assessment commenced in 2002/2003.

The Director’s report indicated that in 2002/2003, supplementary budgets were approved for commencing the design of the Car Park ‘pay on foot’ scheme in Staines and the assessment of the flooding from the River Thames in January 2003.  The following budgets (1) Design of Car Park Pay on Foot Scheme [£10,000] and (2) River Thames Flooding Evaluation work [£4,500], were not spent in the 2002/2003 financial year, but work was continuing in 2003/2004 on both these schemes:  The Director advised that these two budgets were required to be expended in 2003/2004 and that relevant Financial Staff had endorsed this approach.

RESOLVED to approve the recommendation by the Management Team that the Portfolio Holder for Environment and Planning authorises the carry over from 2002/2003 to the current financial year 2003/2004, of the following budgetary sums:

Design of Car Park Pay on Foot Scheme

£10,000

River Thames Flooding evaluation work

£4,500.
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
