Landfill gas investigation at sunbury golf course, shepperton

1. PURPOSE OF REPORT

1.1 To seek a Supplementary Revenue Budget of £3,000 to cover the cost of monitoring boreholes at Sunbury Golf Course, Shepperton during 2002/2003.

2. background

2.1 On 10th July, 2001 the Executive approved a Supplementary Capital Budget of £12,000 for the installation of monitoring boreholes at Sunbury Golf Course, as it was suspected that landfill gas might be present on the site and there might be a risk of contamination.  The Borough Council, as the freehold owner of the Western portion of the golf course, was responsible for part of the site.  The Executive also approved a Supplementary Revenue Budget of £3,000 to cover the cost of monitoring the boreholes during 2001/2002 (planned as the first year) and a sum of £3,300 to cover the cost of further monitoring during 2002/2003 (planned as the second year).

2.2 A specification for the work required was drawn up and estimates obtained.  A change of Pollution Control staff and liaison with Carter Properties, who were responsible for the Eastern portion of the site, has meant that work to install the boreholes could not be carried out during 2001/2002 and that budgets for the monitoring of boreholes needed to be carried forward to later years.

2.3 Portfolio Holder approval has already been granted in April 2002 for the carry over to the current financial year of certain Capital and Revenue Budget sums from 2001/2002 to ensure that the boreholes work at Sunbury Golf Course could be carried out.  However, the previous approval by the Portfolio Holder did not include authority for the carry over from 2001/2002 to 2002/2003 of the Revenue Budget of £3,000 to monitor the boreholes in the first year.  In the circumstances, a Supplementary Revenue Budget of £3,000 is now sought to cover the cost of monitoring the boreholes during 2002/2003.

3. Recommendation

3.1 The Management Team recommend that a Supplementary Revenue Budget of £3,000 be approved to cover the cost of monitoring boreholes at Sunbury Golf Course, Shepperton during 2002/2003.
