The minutes of the meeting dated 16th January, 2003 were approved as a correct record.

  

64/02                      care of and accommodation for elderly/sick people in spelthorne
  

As part of its agreed Work Programme the Committee had agreed to look at the care of, and accommodation for, elderly/sick people in Spelthorne.

  

The Chairman welcomed Helen Hutchings, Surrey County Council Adult and Community Care Operations Manager for Spelthorne and Weybridge, and Cynthia Driver from the North Surrey PCT who had agreed to give a presentation to the Committee and answer questions from Members. 

  

The presentation gave details of the staffing structure of the Spelthorne and Weybridge Social Care Team, the aims of the Service, which would be person centred to maintain and promote independence, to assist in preventing unnecessary admission to hospital or long term care and to protect vulnerable people from abuse and support carers. The functions of the team were to identify the needs of potential service users and carers, provide care packages for users and an advice and signposting service for the public. The services provided for adults and community care included Care Management, Personal Care, short-term breaks, equipment, adaptations and support for major adaptations, rehabilitation, specialist day centres and Nursing Home and Residential Home placement. The team sought to work with other statutory bodies and voluntary organisations as well as the private sector in partnerships to achieve its objectives and provide opportunities for improvement.

  

The Chairman thanked Helen for an interesting and informative presentation and thanked Cynthia for attending and contributing to the evening.
