Categories

Gender Categories
  

The Student Councillors agreed that there should be no separation into genders but that awards should be judged on their merit.

  

Connection to Borough 
  

The Project Group had recommended that any achievement must take place within the Borough and the Student Council agreed that awards should be considered for anyone receiving their education within Spelthorne.

  

Nominations 
  

The Student Council agreed with the recommendations of the Project Group that any person should be allowed to nominate for an award and that a contact/reference point for people who wish to nominate a candidate should be set up and publicised.
