SURREY THAMES PRIMARY CARE GROUP

The Chairman welcomed Jillian Evans, the Chief Executive of Surrey Thames Primary Care Group who gave a presentation on the role of the Primary Care Group, which covers the Boroughs of Spelthorne and Runnymede and has a population of 156k.  The Group is run by a 13 Member Board with a service budget of £90m.  She reported on the various strategies and development plans that had been established for meeting the health needs of the community, but in particular to help and support people with special needs.  To progress the aims of the various strategies and Development Plans the Group works in Partnerships with various interested agencies including Social Services, Community and Mental Health Trusts and voluntary organisations.

A question and answer session was held at the end of the presentation.

The Chairman on behalf of the Committee thanked Jillian Evans for a very interesting presentation.

a) that the presentation by Jillian Evans, the Chief Executive of Surrey Thames Primary Care Group be received; and

b) that recommend to the Executive Committee that Spelthorne Borough Council works in close co-operation with Surrey Thames Primary Care Group to improve the health of the community.
