	Comprehensive Area Assessment                   Paul Chambers, Audit Commission

Paul Chambers gave a presentation on CAA and the role of the LSP.
Questions on presentation:

Cllr Packman sought clarification as to how dialogue relates back with full assessment and Paul Chamber’s involvement/contribution?

PC confirmed that he would be visiting all districts/boroughs to talk about what CAA means.  In principle, each district/borough will have organisational assessment made against the Surrey Strategic Partnership.  He emphasised that we need to develop and work through together as opposed to their imposing a new framework. 
Tim Griffiths voiced concern around joined up assessments for joined up local services but some local services are not nurtured enough to come up to national averages, therefore the process could be unfair.

PC replied that there are some benchmarks already:  CPA and other sets of inspection set benchmarks.  Some will report on national indicators and some will be a work in progress.

TG enquired as to whether inadequacies are highlighted when feeding back to central government e.g. more funds needed.

PC stated that at a countywide level they should be able to say where things aren’t working well because of e.g. partnership/funding issues.

James Painter welcomed the assessment saying that partnership is key and it can’t just be a top down approach – partnerships can help us better meet people’s needs.  He highlighted the Surrey Community Strategy which is out for consultation and encouraged everyone to contact him if they would like a copy.

a) Community Safety                                Roberto Tambini
See attached update.  RT referred to the Acting Chief Constable Mark Rowley’s letter (relating to Surrey Police funding cut-backs) stating that he had written back offering support of SBC and partners.  The Leader has written to the Home Secretary, Jackie Smith, directly in strong support of Surrey Police.

Next Partnership Action Day:                     17 Dec Staines town centre

Face the People event:                              28 Jan Salvation Army Hall

BTH added that 4 of the 5 area forums had identified different crime priorities.  

KM reported a successful bid for funding on alcohol related crime.  Initiatives would depend on the level of funding.  BTH also mentioned a bid for PtP funding on LSP Executive and alcohol.  KM to report further.  BTH/KM to discuss how funding could be joined up.   

Cllr Turner-Stewart asked

1.  £23,800 bid to Home Office to support work around alcohol related crime: How will the money be spent?

2.  What are burglary conviction rates for elderly victims?

3.  Re most serious/less serious violence:  are there any clusters/patterns?

KM responded

1.  It is early days but examples include:  

· Funding to support education via theatre group in secondary schools

· Funding for target hardening for properties

· Funding to support training so partners privy to good practice.

3.  IQUANTA – Home Office tool which police are examining to identify hot-spot areas 
J Painter told the group that re the Chief Constable’s letter, a paper is being put to the SSP 24 Nov. to look at funding and moving forward collectively.  Once published, J Painter will share with partners. 

WP emphasised the importance of partnership working in regard to the gardening scheme.  DTS enquired as to whether funding could be sourced from the Local Committee and WP welcomed this idea.

NL told the group that Airtrack are consulting publicly at the moment and there will be robust issues raised by SBC who will attend the forum.  The consultation document doesn’t give full answers because of a lack of evidence. 
DS enquired as to whether it is appropriate for LSP to put a view forward?

After discussion it was agreed that TG/PH will draft a response on behalf of the partnership but will circulate to members before forwarding on.
