Reason for Serving of Notice

The hard standing and the fencing represents inappropriate development within the Green Belt for which no very special circumstances have been demonstrated.  It causes unacceptable harm to the appearance and openness of the Green Belt.  It is therefore contrary to Policy GB1 of the Spelthorne Borough Local Plan 2001. It is also contrary to Central Government Policy advice contained in Planning Policy Guidance 2 (Green Belt)
