20/10 APPLICATION BY SURREY POLICE TO REVIEW A PREMISES LICENCE – DOG AND PARTRIDGE PUBLIC HOUSE, EDINBURGH DRIVE, LALEHAM
Members were reminded that the Review of the Premises Licence called by Surrey Police was originally adjourned until 5th November 2009 to allow the sale of the premises to proceed subject to the respondent agreeing that the premises would not reopen until such time as the Sub-Committee determined the Review.
The original sale had fallen through due to planning reasons. Negotiations for a further sale had, however, commenced.

The Sub-Committee had extended the time limit provided for in Schedule 1 of regulation 5 of the Licensing Act 2003 (Hearings) Regulations 2005 by 64 working days to enable the sale of the premises to be completed.
The sale of the premises was completed on 23 December, 2009 and Surrey Police had agreed that the review hearing could be dispensed with on surrender of the Premises Licence.

Enterprise Inns had surrendered the Premises Licence to the Licensing Manager on 11 January 2010.
RESOLVED that the review of the Premises Licence for the Dog and Partridge Public House, Edinburgh Drive, Laleham, called by Surrey Police be dispensed with following the agreement of all parties.
