· Loss of character – 34, 36 & 38 form an attractive set of houses and should be preserved

· Failure to provide smaller sized dwellings (Policy HO4) 

· Flooding. The previous application was refuse on flooding grounds

· Poor design – Worse than the previous scheme. The buildings are too high and deep. The parking at the front makes the design worse

· Concern about drainage

The Officer reported on a consultation response from Environmental Health raising no objection to the application subject to the imposition of a condition (as set out in condition 3 of the report)
A consultation response received from Thames Water raising  no objections
A response received from the Environment Agency who do not have an “in principle” objection, but require further details to be submitted with regard to the Flood Risk Assessment before removing their objection.  The Environment Agency also requested  that the following conditions  be imposed :

Prior to the commencement of development a scheme for the provision and management of the buffer zone alongside the Sweep’s Ditch shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The scheme shall include plans showing the extent and layout of the buffer zone, planting proposals, and details demonstrating how the buffer zone will be protected during development and managed/maintained in the future. The scheme shall include measures to ensure that there is no light spill into the Sweeps Ditch watercourse or its adjacent river corridor habitat. The agreed planting shall be implemented prior to the occupation of the dwellings and maintained thereafter.

Reason:

To safeguard wildlife and improve the character and                 Habitat of the adjacent watercourse.

An email received from the applicants agent requesting that the item be deferred to enable thee Flood Risk Assessement to be amended as requested by the Environment Agency.

180/10 enforcement action
The Committee considered the report of the Deputy Chief Executive on the Unauthorised siting of a metal storage container at Tower House (Ryepeck Meadow), Chertsey Road, Shepperton.  
RESOLVED that an Enforcement Notice be issued to secure the removal from the property the unauthorised metal storage container within 2 months of the Notice taking effect.
Reason for Serving of Notice:
1. The unauthorised siting of the metal storage container is considered to represent inappropriate development in the Green Belt for which no very special circumstances exist to justify its retention. The container is considered to be visually detrimental to the amenity and openness of the Green Belt contrary to Policy GB 1 of the Spelthorne Local Plan 2001, and the guidance in PPG2.
 2. The container is also located in Flood Zone 3b (1 in 20) and is therefore contrary to Policy LO1 of the Spelthorne Development Plan, Core Strategy and Polices DPD 2009, that seeks to maintain flood storage capacity within Flood Zone 3 by refusing any form of development on undeveloped sites which reduces flood storage capacity or impedes the flow of flood water, and maintaining the effectiveness of the more frequently flooded area (Zone 3b) of the floodplain to both store water and allow the movement of fast flowing water by not permitting any additional development.

182/10 URGENT ITEM – TEMPORARY STOP NOTICE  - 1A LANGLEY ROAD, STAINES

This matter had been included on the agenda as urgent business with the approval of the Chairman because there was a need for the committee to re affirm the Officers decision prior to the next meeting of the Committee.  The Council’s Constitution requires that where enforcement action is carried out by the Officers under delegated powers, that the fact is reported to the next Planning Committee.

The Committee discussed the report setting out the reasons for issuing a temporary stop notice to prevent the premises being used as a car wash until such time as a planning application had been submitted.

RESOLVED that the Council endorse the issue of an Enforcement Notice and Stop Notice under sections 172 and 183 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended) for use of the premises at 1a Langley Road, Staines for car valeting and as a hand car wash for the following reasons:

1. To prevent any adverse impact upon the amenity of neighbouring occupiers;

2. To prevent any potentially adverse effects on the environment by the disposal of waste water from the use of the land as a car wash without the statutory authority (being the Environment Agency) having had the opportunity in the course of a planning application to propose any conditions it considers necessary to mitigate such potential harm.
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
