21/10 application by mr Hardip Singh for a premises licence in respect of 117 groveley road, sunbury – objections to the grant of a licence
The Chairman introduced members and officers present and welcomed everyone to the meeting. He asked the applicant, responsible authority and interested parties to identify themselves and asked if any of them would be represented. He then explained the procedure to be followed at the meeting.

The Head of Corporate Governance outlined the application which had been set out in the Report of the Head of Environmental Health and Building Control Services to permit the sale of alcohol for consumption off the premises from 08.00 hrs to 23.00 hrs daily.
A representation had been received from Surrey Police, a responsible authority, regarding crime and disorder.
The Police representation sought the imposition of conditions on the licence.  However at the hearing Sgt. Jones asked the Sub-Committee to refuse the licence on the basis that:

•
it was too soon after the revocation of previous licences and that the connection between the premises and underage sale to children was still present in the minds of the community so that there was a risk that young people would again attempt to purchase alcohol if a licence was granted; and

•
recent experience from Surrey Trading Standards indicated that the procedures for age restricted sales were not strong enough 

Ten written representations were received from interested parties involving the Licensing Objectives on crime and disorder, public nuisance and child protection. In summary the main causes of concern were:-

•
concerns about the history of the premises in relation to alcohol-related youth crime and disorder;

•
suspicion that the applicant was connected to previous licence holders; and

•
lateness of the proposed opening times.

The Sub-Committee proceeded to hear the matter in accordance with the adopted rules and procedure.

During the course of the hearing the applicant agreed to the conditions proposed by Surrey Police on his application. 
The Sub-Committee then retired to consider and determine the application, having regard to the relevant licensing objectives. 

Upon reconvening, the Chairman announced the Sub-Committee’s decision with reasons.

RESOLVED that the application by Mr. Hardip Singh for a premises licence in respect of sunny food and Wine, 117 Groveley Road, Sunbury be granted, subject to modification by addition and amendment of conditions as set out in the Decision Notice appended to these minutes.
