The Chairman introduced members and officers present and welcomed the Applicant and the Surrey Police representative to the meeting. 

An objection notice had been received from Surrey Police relating to the licensing objective on the prevention of crime and disorder.  In summary, the objection notice concerned the Applicant’s propensity to commit offences of dishonesty following two such convictions, one of them as recently as April 2010.

Following discussions with Mr Dhawan, the Designated Premises Supervisor, Surrey Police stated that they wished to withdraw their objection subject to Mr Dhawan undertaking to submit a Minor Variation application within 28 days of the hearing, to add conditions to the licence in accordance with those proposed by the police.
The Chairman sought agreement from all parties that they agreed the hearing could be dispensed with.
