43/02 ELECTIONS 2003

Brian Harris reported on a meeting and discussion with Spelthorne Head Teachers about changes to the Student Council year and representation.

The Heads had agreed that the Student Council year should run from April to March and Student Councillors were asked if they were willing to remain in Office until 31st March 2003 when a new Student Council, elected during February 2003, would take over.

The Head Teachers preferred to keep the present arrangements for representation whereby each school elected 2 Student Councillors plus a deputy. They were happy for the Student Council to be expanded to include representatives from youth organisations.
