The Chairman introduced members and officers present and welcomed everyone to the meeting. He asked the respondent’s representatives, applicant for the review and responsible authority to identify themselves. He then explained the procedure to be followed at the meeting.
The Licensing Manager summarised the details of the application for review called by Surrey Police on the grounds of prevention of crime and disorder, which had been set out in full in the report of the Head of Environmental Health and Building Control Services.

Upon reconvening, the Chairman gave the Sub-Committee’s summary decision that it had decided to modify the conditions of the Premises Licence. 
The full decision with reasons would be notified to the applicant for the review and the respondent within the next five working days.
