HOME REPAIR ASSISTANCE GRANT APPLICATION –  24 Abbeyfield, thameside, chertsey

 

Councillor E.K. Culnane, the Portfolio Holder for Adult and Elderly Services [including Housing Services], has considered the report of the Director of Community Services, approved by the Management Team, recommending that the owner of 24 Abbeyfield, Thameside, Chertsey be awarded a Home Repair Assistance Grant (HRA) to enable her to have the necessary disabled persons’ adaptation to her mobile home.

 

In September 2002 a report was received from Surrey Social Services requesting a disabled adaptation to 24 Abbeyfield, Thameside, Chertsey, as the owner could no longer access her bath.

As the owner was living in a mobile home [i.e. 24 Abbeyfield, Thameside, Chertsey], she was therefore not currently able to apply for a Disabled Facilities Grant (DFG), because the legislation only permitted a DFG application for adaptation(s) in a dwelling.  This legislation would, however, be repealed in July 2003, after which residents of mobile homes would be entitled to apply for a Disabled Facilities Grant.  If the owner in question was able to apply for a DFG she would be subject to a test of her financial resources and in her case she would have to pay £531.04 towards the total cost of the adaptation.  The cost of the works in this case was estimated to be £4163.65 and the total grant would, therefore, be £3632.61.



RESOLVED to approve the following recommendation made by the Management Team:-

 

That the owner of 24 Abbeyfield, Thameside, Chertsey, be awarded a Home Repair Assistance Grant of £3,632.61, which represents the cost of the works which have been deemed necessary for the owners needs as a disabled resident, but takes into account the contribution the owner would be required to make had they been eligible to apply for a Disabled Facilities Grant.
