18/03 CRIMES AGAINST YOUNG PEOPLE

At its December 2002 meeting Vic Smith, Surrey Police asked for Student Council views as to how young people could be encouraged to report crime, including bullying against young people. The Student Council felt that the best way forward would be for a scheme to be set up in schools whereby Students could approach their form teacher and discuss incidents with them, which could then be reported to a police liaison officer.

PC Jan Clarke the Youth Affairs Officer for Spelthorne, Surrey Police attended the meeting and outlined the arrangements for the piloting of a scheme on reporting crimes against young people.  The scheme would be piloted at Matthew Arnold School and would start in June 2003.

Student Councillors noted the proposals and suggested that there was a need to advertise the scheme.

19/03 SPELTHORNE YOUTH AWARDS

The Ceremony was attended by over two hundred people including the High Sheriff of Surrey, Miss Penelope Keith O.B.E., the Mayor of the Borough of Spelthorne, Councillor Robin Sider, the Leader of the Borough Council, Councillor Frank Davies, Borough Councillors, Sponsors of the Awards and family and friends of the nominees.

Thirty four of the fifty three nominees and six of the eight shortlisted attended the Ceremony. 

It was agreed that the event had proved to be a great success.

However , the event had finished earlier than anticipated and therefore there was a need to ensure that young people attending had transport home.

RESOLVED that the Spelthorne Youth Awards should go ahead next year and the matter be discussed at the next meeting.
