PC Jan Clark, Youth Affairs Officer for Spelthorne, Surrey Police has agreed to attend the meeting and discuss the Student Council proposal for a pilot scheme on reporting crimes against young people. This was originally raised by Vic Smith, of Surrey Police at the December 2002 meeting when he asked for Student Council views as to how young people could be encouraged to report crime, including bullying against young people. The Student Council felt that the best way forward would be for a scheme to be set up in schools whereby students could approach their form teacher and discuss incidents with them, which could then be reported to a police liaison officer.

A Panel of Student Councillors comprising Simon Mihailovic, James Loder and Andrew Taylor chose the overall winner. The winner was Laura Hanson, for personal bravery who was presented with a giant cheque for £25 and the Spelthorne Youth Award Trophy, by the High Sheriff. Laura attends Ashford High School.
