MINUTES

The minutes of the Meeting held on 28th October 2002 were confirmed as a correct record.

  

48/02 
CRIMES AGAINST YOUNG PEOPLE
Vic Smith, of Surrey Police discussed with Student Councillors how young people could be encouraged to report crime, including bullying against young people. The Student Council felt that the best way forward would be for a scheme to be set up in schools whereby students could approach their form teacher and discuss incidents with them, which could then be reported to a police liaison officer. 

It was also suggested that an e-mail hotline might be set up on the youth unlimited website through to Surrey Police. 

Further discussion took place at the end of the Student Council and it was agreed that Trevor would discuss setting up pilot schemes in schools with Vic Smith and that a further report be made to the next meeting of the Student Council..

  
49/02          GRAFFITI 
Brian reminded Student Councillors that at its meeting on 2nd July 2001, the Borough Council’s Community Committee consulted the Student Council on the problem of graffiti in the Borough.  The Student Council had suggested that specific sites should be set up for graffiti to provide an outlet, and encourage graffiti as art rather than vandalism.

  

Subsequently at its meeting on 14th January 2002, the Student Council were asked to consider what facilities, activities and changes it would like to see in the Parks. One of the suggestions was for the provision of graffiti walls. The Borough Council, in response to problems at Hengrove Park would be piloting a graffiti board, which would soon be erected. 

  

RESOLVED that this information be noted and any further progress reported. 

  

50/02          SPEL-BOUND – THE STUDENT SHOWCASE EVENT
Kirsteen Roe, the Borough Council’s Arts and Heritage Officer passed round the promotional postcards, which would be distributed to schools and given to students to publicise the event.

  

The invitation to Penelope Keith, the High Sheriff of Surrey, to attend and present the winners’ prizes, had been unsuccessful. An invitation had been issued to the Mayor and a response was awaited.

  

The application to Awards for all had also been unsuccessful and Kirsteen was investigating alternative sources of funding from the Borough Council’s arts activities funding and Good Causes Fund.

  

400 tickets would be available for sale at £3.50 per ticket.

  

Kirsteen had approached agencies that represented look-alikes who were able to present the show and perform as well. Most look-alikes could only appear and did not speak or perform and charged around £600. However, one agency could provide a Geri Haliwell look-alike who was prepared to present the show and who could perform whilst the judges were making their final decision. This would cost around £375.

  

The Student Councillors discussed the attractions of look-alikes and the merits of a Geri Haliwell look-alike against other possible contenders.

  

After a lengthy discussion it was concluded that Spel-bound! was about local talent and it was this that would draw an audience and that Kirsteen’s proposal should be accepted.

  

It was agreed that Kirsteen should pursue her negotiations with the agency to secure the Geri Haliwell look-alike at a cost of £375 for the evening.
