LSP Assembly and Team Day

Purpose of the Report

1. To outline plans for the 2006 Assembly and team day.

Assembly

2. The 2006 Assembly will take place on 23 January at Spelthorne Leisure Centre.

3. A draft agenda has been prepared (see Appendix A).  The day will allow delegates to hear what has been done in the last year, including how their comments from last time were taken forward, and work together on ideas for new projects.

4. It is hoped that Tony Elliot,  or one of his colleagues from Business Link Surrey, will be able to MC on the day. Team day

5. The 2006 team day will take place on 24 February at Shepperton Moat House Hotel. Discussions have taken place with the Improvement and Development Agency (IDeA) regarding facilitating the day and they have produced a draft agenda (see Appendix B).

6. It is thought appropriate that the IDeA should facilitate the day as a precursor for a future peer review of the LSP. As such it will also be useful to invite the IDeA to observe the Assembly to see the wider partnership in action.

7. Regarding funding for the day, Spelthorne Borough Council is willing to cover part of the IDeA’s costs (£2200) and would welcome contributions from partners.  The Moat House Hotel has offered us complimentary room hire although there would be a charge of £15.50 per person for lunch (total of £310 based on 20 people attending).
