	LSP TARGET
	ASSOCIATED OUTCOMES

	Vocational
	The Spelthorne Mobile Construction Training Facility continues to offer accredited construction skills training to young people and adults.  180 young people have used the construction bus and 132 of these have gained one or more certificate.  

	Vocational
	A Customer Service Training Programme has been launched by Spelthorne Community Learning Partnership and Surrey Education Business Partnership.   Three train-the-trainer sessions are taking place across Spelthorne so as to offer customer service training to as many people in the borough and county-wide.   

	Raising adult basic skills levels
	A basic skills tutor has been placed at Bronzefield Prison, Ashford so as to cater for the high demand of women with poor Literacy and Numeracy at the prison.



	Raising adult basic skills levels
	Basic skills provision continues at The Flexible Learning Centre, Kingston Road where 180 learners are engaged in skills for life courses.  

	Outreach learning in the community
	IT provision continues at Matthew Arnold School for the Good Companions group.

	Outreach learning in the community
	Parents at Stanwell Fields Primary School are learning IT skills, and craft skills.  A gardening project is also planned for parents at the school.

	Outreach learning in the community
	Family Learning Fun Day 2005 – An action-packed day of learning activities for all ages and abilities took place at Staines Community Centre in October.  Over 300 people participated.

	Reduce NEET (Not in Education, Employment or Training)

Improve GCSE results
	The Spelthorne Bridge Project aims to reduce permanent exclusions in Spelthorne Secondary Schools.  The inclusion project is targeted at ‘high-risk’ young people in years 10 and 11 who are going through a Managed Move process to another school, before a permanent exclusion takes place.  The project will enable a 4-week period of provision outside of the school environment for 6 students (one per secondary school) per project.   

	Reduce NEET (Not in Education, Employment or Training)

Improve GCSE results
	STEPS project – Surrey Care Trust continue their projects at Spelthorne schools, helping to engage and retain young people in education.

Stanwell Futurebuilders bid - The Surrey Care Trust have been long-listed for a new classroom at Stanwell Youth Centre, which would offer training to disaffected young people, with use by adults and Surrey Probation at weekends.

	Improve GCSE results


	Education Business Partnership activities – A diverse range of activities take place across the borough in schools, helping to raise achievement.  E.g. Business Games with Year 9 students.

	Information and Advice on learning and work
	There are now four ‘Nextstep’ advisers working in Spelthorne, aiming to increase the number of advice sessions in the borough and informing local people on learning opportunities.
