Notes 

Bridge Street is a single deck car park occupying a prominent position adjoining the River 
Thames next to Staines Bridge.   It is a key “gateway” site at the entrance to the town from 
the south side of the River Thames.  Redevelopment would provide an opportunity to create 
a high quality development that makes the most of this visually important site, offering the 
potential to enhance both the town centre and the setting of the river. 
 
The site has potential for a variety of uses but a primarily residential development is 
considered to be most appropriate in the light of core strategy priorities.  It is also proposed 
to retain an element of car parking beneath the development to assist in meeting car parking 
needs for the town centre.   
 
The site lies within the 1:100 year flood plain but a Flood Risk Assessment has been carried 
which shows that housing with parking beneath is acceptable in flooding terms.

Notes 

The capacity assessment for residential development at Elmsleigh Centre has been provided 
bearing in mind that development would be mixed use.
