101 is the new number to call when you need to get through to your local Police but it’s less urgent than 999.

Call 101 at any time to report less urgent crime, to contact the Police with a general enquiry or to speak to a local officer. For example; if your car has been stolen, if your property has been damaged or if you want to give the police information about crime in your area.

From now on: 999 urgent, 101 non urgent.

Calls from landlines and mobile networks cost 15 pence per call, no matter what time of day you call or how long you are on the phone.

You can also report a crime on-line at www.surrey.police.uk If you are hard of hearing or speech impaired, text us on 07786 204020.

Always call 999 in an emergency. For example, if you need an immediate response because a crime is happening, someone suspected of a crime is nearby or someone is injured, being threatened or in danger.

Bon Appétit

Eating out in Spelthorne for visitors and residents is an ever improving experience. Since the introduction of the Scores on the Doors scheme in October 2008, food hygiene standards across the Borough have significantly improved.

Scores on the Doors gives a hygiene rating to all food businesses in Spelthorne including restaurants, pubs, cafes, takeaways and supermarkets. Each establishment is given a star rating (0 to 5 stars) based on the findings of Spelthorne Council’s Environmental Health team - the more stars a business has, the better their hygiene standards will be. 
When the scheme was introduced in 2008 just 4.3% of food businesses in Spelthorne achieved the highest rating of five stars. This figure has now risen to 19%. At the other end of the spectrum, the number of food businesses achieving no stars at all, the lowest rating, has fallen from 8.6% to just 1%.

Charlton Village, Halliford, Littleton, Shepperton and Sunbury

Proposed Eco Park

The proposal by SITA (UK) to build an Eco Park at Charlton Lane, Shepperton has caused considerable local concern and anxiety over the past year.
Whilst county councils have responsibility for deciding planning applications on waste matters, Spelthorne Council has been actively involved in making sure that residents have been properly consulted and all relevant information was available to them. It held a special meeting, in public, of the Overview and Scrutiny Committee last October to give residents the opportunity to hear the proposals in detail.
Spelthorne Council examined the proposal and the strong local representations in considerable detail and concluded there are a number of serious planning concerns and that this is the wrong site for a proposal of this scale and type.
Cllr Richard Smith-Ainsley, Deputy Leader and Cabinet Member for Planning said: “This proposal will have a significant impact on residents living within a few hundred metres of the site. We recognise that the scheme has aroused strong local feeling, which we have listened to.”

A letter has also been sent to the Secretary of State highlighting local concerns. As this article went to press, no final decision on the scheme had been made. London Irish Rugby Club
A three-week public inquiry into the Council’s refusal of two major linked schemes in Sunbury finished on 23 June.
The first application related to the redevelopment of Hazelwood Golf Club as a Rugby Centre of Excellence for London Irish Rugby Club. The second proposal was to redevelop their current ground at The Avenue, Sunbury for a mixed development (residential, health centre and public open space).
The Council and Lower Sunbury Residents Association (LOSRA) put forward their own cases for why the schemes should be refused. These covered a wide range of issues including development of ‘public open space’.
The Inspector will now assess all the evidence submitted and make a recommendation on both schemes. This will then be forwarded to the Secretary of State for the Environment who will make the final decision. This is not expected until the end of the year.

How do I use my food caddy?

· keep your caddy inside your house

· line with a compostable liner or paper

· do not use plastic bags

· when full, please place liner and contents in your outside bin

How do I use my collection bin?

· keep your outside bin out of direct sunlight

· leave it kerbside by 6am on your collection day with the handle in the upright position

Why are we making changes?

We are introducing a food waste collection service so that you can recycle more and we can process it in a more environmentally friendly way.
Recycling your food waste will reduce the amount of food in landfill sites. Rotting food in landfill produces methane (a potent greenhouse gas) which contributes to climate change and contaminates sites for many years. In addition, as the cost of sending food waste to landfill is increasing, you will help the Council and its residents save money too.

Did you know?

Around six million tonnes of food waste is thrown away every year costing the average family £410-£610 a year.
Collections

We will collect your food waste every week. Please put your food bin, with the handle in the upright - locked - position, at the edge of your property - with your other waste or recycling.
Normally your food waste bin will be collected on the same day as your current rubbish/recycling. If this changes you will be notified. 
A few questions answered

Q - How can I stop my bin smelling?

A - Empty the contents of your food caddy regularly into the outside food waste bin, tying up the compostable liners or folding the newspaper tightly. Your food waste bin will have a lockable lid which will stop smells and vermin getting in. Frequent rinsing with water and/or disinfectant will reduce the

chance of bad odours.

Q - Can I use plastic bags to line my caddy?

A - No. Compostable liners decompose, plastic bags do not. You will be given an initial supply of compostable liners.  These are available to buy from the majority of supermarkets and local retailers - you will be given a leaflet containing the retailers addresses or you can find it on our website at:

Q - I don’t have time for this?

A - It really is very quick and easy to scrape leftover food into the caddy. It is just as easy as putting leftovers into an ordinary kitchen bin.
Composting

Please remember the most efficient way to deal with your food waste is to use one of the Council’s subsidised composters or food waste digesters. Crimestoppers

f you have information about a crime but don’t want anyone to know who you are - not even the Police - then you can pass that information anonymously through Crimestoppers by contacting them on 0800 555 111 or using their on-line secure form at www.crimestoppers-uk.org Crimestoppers is an independent charity that guarantees anonymity.
They don’t record or trace calls and they don’t note personal details such as gender, accent or age so any clues about the caller’s identity are removed before being passed to the Police.
So don’t be afraid to report a crime. No one will ever know that you have made the call – not even Crimestoppers will know who you are.
You will have the satisfaction of contributing to crime reduction in your area. For example, in March this year a Crimestoppers caller led Police in Spelthorne to recover £23,000 worth of stolen goods and in May, a call led to a person in Spelthorne being charged for the possession of cannabis
The Electoral Register 2011

The annual voter registration form is currently being delivered to each household in Spelthorne. Ensure you respond to this form immediately to be included in the Electoral Register when it is published on 1 December 2011.

You can register via the internet or telephone if you don’t want to change anything other than opting out of the Edited Register or to request a postal vote. You will need to return your form by post if you have any other amendments to make. More details on this are included with your registration form.

...out and about with... the enforcer

A future edition of the Bulletin will deal with issues generated by large scale developments. From the Jersey Police and a couple of bit parts (and speaking roles) in BBC TV’s 1980s crime series Bergerac, Gerry  Beckford (pictured) is now one of Spelthorne Council’s Planning Enforcement Officers. He works in a team of two with Lynsey Tracey from the Council Offices at Knowle Green and both members of staff deal with a wide range of enforcement issues.

Editor, Rowena Davison interviewed Gerry on a routine morning. 
I asked Gerry if the job ever got a bit rough – “I can honestly say only a handful of times,” he said. “Usually, negotiation, common sense and an ability to defuse a situation are enough to get to where you want to be”.

We started looking at a private house where there was some suspicion of an illegally built construction in the front garden. In the event, there was no obvious construction and the visit required no further action. This is not uncommon as just because someone thinks there is something wrong, does not mean there is. 

The team deals with about 350 – 400 cases each year – and a lot more site visits which sometimes leads to the legal enforcement process. “We try hard not to go down that road,” said Gerry “however, clearly we do act when we need to”. The next call was to inspect a house with a large amount of builders’ rubble and debris which has caused local complaints. When we arrived, there was clearly building work going on and so, despite the fact there were bags and builders’ general rubbish, there was nothing further to be done. Common complaints are that people are carrying out businesses in private properties without permission. Gerry often has a ‘word’ and encourages owners to get the appropriate planning permission. In one place we visited he also gave the owner notice that he had to remove piled up rubbish from beside the property within seven days. “I favour the negotiated approach, but only where it is appropriate from a planning point of view,” said Gerry. 

There are however, sometimes cases where something must be changed, and quickly. “I had to go and negotiate between warring neighbours” he told me. “A lady had built an extension which blocked light from her neighbour. It was a case of finding a compromise or pulling the whole thing down. In the end the neighbour built an extension too, and the lady provided a joint roof. It was simple and effective and saved time, money and aggravation”.

We completed the day taking a look at some unauthorised signs. An instruction had been given to remove them from the entrance to the site because the Council had granted consent for a more appropriate alternative. Gerry concluded that it was one case he was going to have to actively review as no progress seemed to have been made since his last visit.

You could be better off

Did you know that you can still claim Housing and/or Council Tax Benefit even if you are working? If you have children or are on a low income, ask for a form and make a claim – it could be well worth your while.

Tax credit changes

The DWP (Department of Work and Pensions) has introduced a new computer system which allows them to tell local councils about changes to a claimant’s working tax credit or child tax credit.

This means Spelthorne Council will be able to update your Housing/Council Tax benefit claim more quickly, reducing the possibility of benefit overpayments. If you receive a letter from us confirming your tax credit change you do not need to send in your HMRC (Her Majesty’s Revenue and Customs) Tax Credit entitlement letter. However if you do not hear from us and/or there are other changes in your circumstances or income, please let us know straight away so we can ensure your benefit entitlement is correct.
