Proposal to spend partnership funding on youth anti-smoking film
Purpose of the report

1. The report asks the LSP Executive to agree to contributing £1000 to the production of a youth anti-smoking film.
Main issues
2. Last year, Surrey Police donated £2,000 to the LSP, half to be spent on a project for young people and half on the Stanwell project.  In September, the LSP agreed to spend £1000 on the Stanwell lantern parade.
3. A request has been received from the Young People’s Partnership for £1000 to develop an anti-smoking film for young people, which will encourage them not to smoke and will highlight the dangers of smoking.  The film will be produced by the Youth Council and will be sent to schools and youth groups in September.
4. In November, Surrey Police made a further contribution of £1000 to the LSP.  £200 of this funding was used for printing the Accessible Transport Guide (in addition to £300 from A2 Housing Group and £200 from Surrey County Council). This means that, if the anti-smoking film is funded by the LSP, the remaining joint funds will be £800.
Recommendations
