Revision of the Accessible Transport Guide
Purpose of the report

1. The report outlines work that is taking place to update the Accessible Transport Guide and asks partners to be involved through providing information and to consider whether they wish to contribute funds for publishing the guide.

Main issues

2. In May 2004, the LSP published an Accessible Transport Guide, which was designed to help people overcome transport difficulties in Spelthorne (for a copy, go to http://www.spelthorne.gov.uk/accessible_transport_guide.pdf or contact Joy Willshire).  It was intended to be a comprehensive guide to accessible transport services, especially for the young, old and disabled.  A large number of these guides have been given to local residents and they are used by local voluntary services to advise clients.

3. The guide is now over two years old and needs updating.  Following discussion with Surrey County Council, Spelthorne Borough Council has begun collecting revised information, which will be used in the second edition.  Voluntary groups who make use of the guide are also being consulted on how the guide could be improved.

4. Spelthorne Borough Council is willing to coordinate the production of the new guide on behalf of the LSP and to carry out the design work.  Based on a similar design and length as the first edition, the estimated cost would be £853 for 2000 copies and £72 for each additional 500 copies.  Partners are asked to consider how many copies their organisation would require and how much they could contribute to the cost of printing. 

5. It is hoped that the new guide could be launched at the LSP Assembly in January 2007.
