Awards for All is a national lottery grants scheme aimed at local communities.  Grants of between £500 and £5,000 are available to support projects that enable people to take part in sport, art, heritage and community activities, as well as projects that promote education, the environment and health in the local community.

Applications can be made at anytime by not-for-profit organisations, including Parish and Town Councils and schools. Awards for All aims to increase community involvement and participation, raise people’s skills and creativity and improve people’s quality of live.  In addition, preference is given to projects in the South East which:

· Benefit children and young people up to the age of 18 in areas where access to facilities and services is limited 

· Benefit disabled people

· Benefit older people (aged 60 or over)

· Help communities explore and share their heritage, traditions and cultures

· Benefit people who experience traditional or cultural barriers to full participation in the community.

Foundation for Sports and the Arts
The Foundation distributes money subscribed from the football pools.  The Foundation aims to enhance the quality of life for the community through the encouragement and funding of sport and the arts at every level.  The whole community regardless of competence gives priority to increasing participation in and enjoyment of sport and the arts.  Grant aid is given for capital and revenue funding to support athletic games and sports.  The Foundation prefers to be the key funder of the project or of a discrete element of the scheme.  The trust is also able to make interest-free loans where appropriate.  The maximum possible grant available is £75,000 but most grants awarded are not higher than £35,000 - £40,000 with the majority of grants being lower.

Following a major funding review, Sport England has replaced the previous funding programmes with two investment funds, National and Community.

Community Investment Fund

This fund provides capital and revenue funding over £5,000 to 106 different sports.  Eligible projects are assessed against the regional priorities set out in the South East England’s Sports Plan and in the National Framework for Sport.

The key two considerations are:

· Will the project increase current levels of sports participation?

· Will the project help or encourage volunteers to stay involved in sport?

Applications are made in a 3-step process:

· Submit initial project details online using the enquiry form (www.sportengland.org/funding) or phone 08458 508508.  Instant feedback will be provided on whether the project is eligible and initial guidance notes will be provided to help develop the project.

· Submit additional supporting information either on-line or by post.  Response within 15 working days of receipt.

· Request for funding submitted.  Signed statement and project plans are sent to Sport England and a decision on funding will be notified within 12 weeks.

Grants of up to £1,000 are available for equipment, initial start-up costs, disabled facilities, new activities, special events and courses for judges and coaches.

Grants of up to a maximum of £1,000, but usually of £500, are available for children’s play equipment and holiday schemes and playgroups.  Grants for on-going revenue costs are not available.

Loans of up to £25,000 (with up to 10 years repayment period) are available for large capital projects such as rebuilding pavilions.  The Association also play an important role in assessing applications submitted to the Sport England Lottery Fund.  It is therefore advisable to consult with the SCPFA as part of the bidding process.
