1. PURPOSE OF REPORT

  

1.1
To seek approval to carry forward from the 2001/2002 financial year to the current financial year, 2002/2003, the budget for the Data Capture of Land Charges Information to enable the work to be undertaken.



2. BACKGROUND

  

2.1  A budget provision of £25,000 was included in the 2001/2002 budget for the Asset Management Service, for the electronic capture of data to be imported into the CAPS Uni-form Planning, Building Control, and Land Charges system.  A detailed exercise was required to assess which data sets needed to be captured, in order to avoid duplication and to be as complete as possible.  The analysis stage proved more complex and took longer than expected and the data capture work could not be commissioned until March 2002.  The budget of £25,000 would contribute approximately 33% of the total cost of the project, with the majority of the project being funded through the IT budget.

It is proposed that the above budget sum of £25,000 be carried forward to the current financial year, 2002/2003 to enable the work to be undertaken.



3. Recommendation

  

3.1 The Management Team recommend that the budget of £25,000 for the Data Capture of Land Charges Information be carried forward from the 2001/2002 financial year to the current financial year, 2002/2003 to enable the work to be undertaken.
