Table 4 shows the total monthly count of vacancies notified to job centres.  Spelthorne figures also include Egham, which is the area covered by the Staines Job Centre.  Interpretation of this data needs to take account of changes in recent years to Jobcentre Plus procedures for taking and handling vacancies.   The figures from Job Centres will not necessarily include all jobs available and being advertised in an area at a particular time.  Whilst unemployment in Spelthorne has increased by 121 since December notified job vacancies have increased by 294.
