Strong Leader vs Elected Mayor: 
Would the change dilute the power of the Executive Committee/Chief executive: The Cabinet currently decides the sharing out of power. In the new system, both Strong Leader or Mayor would decide who has what powers – both portfolio holders and senior officers.

Shepperton regeneration: 
Various points about the regeneration were discussed, including the hedging, phone boxes, railings, flowerbeds and seating. 
There were no plans to connect the CCTV to the Addlestone (Runnymede) system.

Health centre: The economic climate meant the bottom line is there is no new capital. People had been under the impression that, after Stanwell had its new health centre, Shepperton was next on the list. The lack of cash means there’s not even a list now.

Skatepark: Land at the rear of the youth centre was to be developed as a skatepark by September – a lease and funding were in place.

Parking and yellow lines: Problems were highlighted at Manor Farm Avenue, Mere Road and on verges all over Shepperton Green. The situation would be monitored; verge parking is not illegal although PCSOs can deal with cases of obstruction.

Towpath speed limit: To lower the speed limit from 30mph to 20mph, the Local Committee is involved. A review of speed limits is under way and papers would be circulated soon.
Station Road: Residents will be informed if any planning application is received.

Fly tipping: Public assistance is invaluable – by reporting tipping, supplying registration numbers of vehicles – which enable officers to identify the culprits.

Walton Bridge: Delays in progress on a new bridge were frustrating; the county council was keen to move things forward and the area director would write to the MP to take things further.
