Stanwell New Start and St David’s Health Centre: Concern was expressed over the provision of parking and the use of the spaces by staff. There will be 35 spaces, on a first come, first served basis. A green travel plan had been done and the numbers are in line with national targets.

Diagonal (herringbone) parking in Hadrian Way to serve GP, dentist, flats: Not considered a safe means so rejected.

Disabled users should have been involved in the design of the building, over things such as position of light switches and size of lifts. The building is DDA compliant and the lifts are adequate for the purpose.
A day centre for the elderly was mentioned – where is it? One of the uses of the community centre can be a day centre – consultation will take place, on what the community wants.

Who owns the new centre? It is owned by Ashley House Medical Properties. Surrey County Council and Spelthorne Borough Council do not pay anything towards it; the GP practice and PCT pay for their space.

Would the money not be better spent bringing the housing stock up to standard? The developers are committed to working with residents towards the decent homes standard targets.
Will the library be of a good size, with reference section as good as Ashford? Yes, with internet access.

Strong Leader vs Elected Mayor model: The elected mayor would be an additional person elected, making 40 members on the council. 
An election for a Mayor would cost around £80k. An elected mayor would have the power to make savings of their own choosing.

Any truth in headlines in the Informer that there is no leadership at Spelthorne Borough Council? The newspaper report referred to Surrey County Council, not Spelthorne, about 12 months ago. There is now a new Leader and Chief Executive at Surrey.

This presentation has been made in biased way. The council is presenting the issue with an emphasis on the preferred model, to indicate to residents how it is thinking. 

Police restructure consultation: Residents asked about street meets such as held in Ashford Common – which are useful to stage when issues arise between panel meetings; the precept capping is still in force; the £7 cost of a phone call to police refers to the cost of answering the call and dealing with the query – not the charge for the call by phone companies; points of contact can be set up in Stanwell Moor if residents make their views known during the consultation period. The police are inviting public suggestions as to where they wish to meet the police.
Open Q&A
Concerns over the house on Long Lane rec. It had been vandalised recently and was being renovated. Attempts are being made to get someone living there.  All buildings in parks are under review.

Neighbourhood warden Mick Raynor’s role and work pattern had been adjusted as a result of a streetscene restructure. If the need was there for him to be anywhere specific, he would be. There was no intention of “getting rid” of him.
CCTV at the recreation ground: It was claimed the camera was not a deterrent to crime. The camera is, like other park cameras in the borough, not monitored 24/7. An open invitation was extended to a concerned resident, to meet with officers to discuss the issue at a meeting arranged at the council offices.

Complaints about cars parked near Vermeulens: Police said the DriveSMART campaign was aimed at addressing parking issues. An officer would look into this specific instance.
Price rise at Ashford Day Centre: Details would be researched and a letter sent to the resident

Progress on mooted Elizabeth Way one-way scheme: County council issue – would be investigated and resident written to.
