Strong Leader vs Elected Mayor: The new government has not brought forward any legislation to reverse this. Plans to create unitary authorities have been halted. The new model will have no effect on the role of regulatory committees – licensing and planning. There could be referenda on certain issues if sufficient people demand them – at a cost of around £80k a time.
Sunbury Cross improvements: 

Consultation was poor: A professional company undertook the work; very few people have contacted the council about the regeneration.

Consultation was extensive: Sunbury traders are trying to get community cohesion and are aiming to organise a Christmas event in the Parade. It requires people’s involvement to have an effect.

Tree planting concerns – cost and fallen leaves blocking drains etc: All the trees come with a maintenance contract. Fallen leaves will not pose a problem to any great extent.

Flooding in Vicarage Road:  Drainage is a county responsibility. Gulleys are cleared in rotation. This is not for regeneration money to be spent on.

Concerns over delays in attending to graffiti and vandalism: A problem which could well be solved by community involvement.
