	4. Initial plans for 2007 Assembly and Team Day
Brian Harris presented a report outlining initial plans for the 2007 Assembly and LSP Executive team day.  He informed partners that Geoff Chilton, who was Interim Chief Executive at Spelthorne Borough Council this year, is willing to act as master of ceremonies for both days.  It was agreed to invite him to do so.
The proposed draft agenda for the Assembly was agreed. BH asked partners what topics they would like to include for presentation at the Assembly.  Suggestions included neighbourhood policing and the Stanwell regeneration projects.  BH agreed to consider these in developing the final agenda.  He also asked partners to consider whether they or their staff could help facilitate discussion groups on the day and to contact Joy Willshire if they could.

It was agreed to hold a team day for the LSP Executive in February 2007.  BH agreed to develop a draft agenda with Geoff Chilton and bring it to the next meeting.

	6. Proposal to use LSP funding for the Stanwell lantern parade
Joy Willshire presented a report suggesting that £1,000 of LSP funding could be used to support the Stanwell lantern parade.  This was agreed.

	7. Voluntary sector issues
JW reported on a meeting that she had held with the voluntary sector representatives on the LSP Executive (Sue Metcalf, Elizabeth Moore and Charles Napier).  It was felt that the profile of voluntary sector issues could be raised by having a regular agenda item at LSP Executive meetings.  It was agreed that this should happen in order to reflect the important role that the voluntary sector plays in delivering the priorities in the Community Plan.  It was also felt that the representatives had an important role to play in feeding back to the rest of the sector.

SM suggested that one issue to be considered in the voluntary sector slot at the next meeting could be Staines Shopmobility.  This was raised at the last LSP Executive meeting as clients arriving in Staines by bus are unable to walk across the town centre to the Shopmobility office.  Nigel Lynn said that he is looking into the issue but is waiting to discuss it with Annette Williamson Surrey County Council Highways.  He said that he would update the partnership on this, as well as Getting Around Spelthorne, at the next meeting.  The manager of Shopmobility could be invited to attend.
Anne Damerell suggested that a topic for a future meeting could be the problems faced by voluntary groups if partnership funding is withdrawn by the new PCT.

	8. Revision of the Accessible Transport Guide
NL reported that the LSP’s Accessible Transport Guide needs updating and that Spelthorne Borough Council is willing to coordinate this on behalf of the LSP.  It was generally thought that the guide is useful to those working in the voluntary and community sectors, and JW confirmed that a number of groups had been consulted on how they thought it could be improved.  It was also suggested that Adults and Community Care should be consulted.
NL asked partners to consider how many copies of the document they would require over the next two years and if they could contribute any funding to the cost of publication. He asked them to contact JW with this information as soon as possible.  JW also asked partners to tell her about anything that should be included in the new edition, particularly relating to health services.

	9. Possible Ashford town health check
Pauline Hedges reported on further research that she had done into the possibility of conducting a town health check in Ashford.  A health check has been carried out in Leatherhead, which involved employing someone for three days a week for 18 months to look at information relating to a variety of issues (such as education, health, transport, community safety, business, leisure). The estimated cost of this was £30,000, half of which was funded by the Surrey Economic Partnership and half by the South East England Development Agency (SEEDA).  Unfortunately, these funding streams are no longer available.
PH felt that Ashford would benefit from some in-depth study.  A lot of information is already available and a first step would be to bring it all together to find out what the issues are in Ashford.  Jeremy Rogers and Saroj Auplish both offered to input relevant information held by their organisations into the process.

PH offered to write to local organisations on behalf of the LSP to ask them if they would like to take part in the process.  This was agreed and Cllr Ted Culnane suggested that the local councillors would be useful people to speak to.  BH added that the work on the local development framework would be relevant and John Brooks could be asked to focus on Ashford when he next presents to the LSP.  It was also agreed that the community should be involved in the process.  PH agreed to report back on progress at the next meeting.

Simon Fraser informed the group that a church in Ashford is hoping to set up a teenage pregnancy counselling service. SA offered to put them in touch with the Surrey Teenage Pregnancy Partnership.

	10. Update on Stanwell regeneration project
TC gave an update on the Stanwell New Start project.  It was acknowledged that the launch in July did not go as well as hoped.  However, a process of one to one consultation in people’s homes is starting and residents are being given names of community contacts who they can speak to about their concerns (Cllr Caroline Spencer, PC Vic Smith and the priest of the parish church).  A regular newsletter will also keep people informed and working groups will involve local people.  It is intended that no-one will lose out financially and if, people have had adaptations to their homes because they are disabled, provision will be made when their new home is built.  It is proposed to build the first new homes on an empty site near Ashford Hospital so people can see what they will be like.

	11. Update on priority theme: Spelthorne Safer Stronger Partnership (SSSP)
Roberto Tambini gave an update on Safer Spelthorne.  One worrying statistic is that there has been an increase in violent crime of 19% over the last year, although the overall crime rate has decreased.  John Scott stated that violent crime is a very wide crime category and includes a range of offences.  For example, Surrey Police try to intervene early before minor crimes become more violent later on although this can increase the crime figures.  Superintendent Westerman added that increased reporting of domestic violence could affect this statistic.
RT reported that a partnership action day had taken place in Staines on 30 August.  42 vehicles had been stopped and five seized for having no insurance or tax.  Cllr Denise Saliagopoulos asked whether the Police had powers to deal with foreign plated vehicles.  Superintendent Westerman confirmed that they do.

Nick Dunkley said that it was important to convey the successes of the SSSP to the public.  TC added that it is important for residents to feel that the Police respond when they report crime.
RT updated partners on the single non-emergency number (101).  Surrey may take part in the second part of the trial and there are two options for how this would work.  Either Surrey County Council would receive the calls through its call centre or Surrey Police and the district councils would receive calls during the day and out of hours calls would be handled by Mole Valley District Council.  This should be decided in the next month.

	12. Update on priority theme: Young People’s Partnership
BH gave an update on Young People’s Spelthorne.  Lots of activity is happening, including events for Local Democracy Week (16-20 October).  One event is a  question time for primary school children involving Cllr Gerry Ceaser (Leader, Spelthorne Borough Council), Chief Superintendent Richard Morris, Cllr Denise Saliagopoulos, Roberto Tambini, and David Wilshire (MP for Spelthorne).
DS asked if she could see the Youth Council’s video diary and also suggested that councillors’ contact details could be included in the young people’s A-Z guide.

	13. Update on Children and Young People’s Trust

James Wilson from Surrey County Council gave a presentation on the proposals for a children and young people’s trust in Surrey (see Appendix A for slides).  The trust will be the delivery mechanism for the Surrey Children and Young People’s Plan.  The trust’s budgets could be devolved to local partnerships who will commission services. James asked partners to respond to the consultation on the proposals, which begins next week (more information is available at www.surreycafis.org.uk/cyptrust).  One important issue is how the LSP will fit in with the proposed structure.  A pilot area will also be needed to trial the arrangements following the consultation.

SA asked James to make sure that the PCT’s health needs assessment for children with complex needs is considered.

BH suggested that the proposals should be referred to the Young People’s Partnership for consideration before reporting back to the LSP Executive.

	13. Spelthorne College merger
