	2. Notes of meeting held on 22 May 2006

	4. Update on priority theme: Spelthorne Safer Stronger Partnership

Chief Superintendent Richard Morris informed the group that the Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership had widened its membership to include Andy Burns (Chair of the Young People’s Partnership) and Cllr Denise Grant (Borough Portfolio Holder for Children and Young People’s Services). The group is now called the Spelthorne Safer Stronger Partnership (SSSP).

The initial idea of combining Safer Spelthorne and Young People’s Spelthorne as a local public service board will not be taken forward as the group was too unwieldy, although the relevant people could be brought together as required and at the LSP Assembly.  The LSP Executive agreed to endorse this approach.

	5. Update on mobile youth café proposal

A report was considered which concluded that a mobile youth café is not currently a viable option.  It proposed that work could take place with local faith groups in developing youth provision in particular parts of the borough. The SSSP has agreed to offer £2000 towards funding this work.  Other possible sources of funding include SCC Local Committee members’ funds and SCC Self-Reliance funding.  It was confirmed that the remit would be providing activities for young people rather than promoting a religious message.  The LSP Executive agreed to endorse this approach.

	6. Update on Stanwell project

A meeting of the main partners took place on 11 July.  The group consists of around 20 individuals and this is felt to be sufficient, although additional people will be invited to attend on an ad hoc basis.  Another meeting will be held in September to set out initial plans for the regeneration of the area.  A consultation event for the local community will take place on 21/22 July.

Alan Johnson encouraged partners to contact A2 Housing Group to discuss their aspirations for the area.  Joining up work of organisations working in Stanwell is vital. Janet Haynes added that it is important to share resources and avoid duplication.

The role of the voluntary and community sectors was also discussed.  The activities run by these groups need to be considered when making plans.  Cllr Ted Culnane reminded partners that it is important to involve community representatives in order to provide a reality check on organisations’ plans.

Saroj Auplish said that the PCT had recently mapped health inequalities in the area.  GP services and walk in clinics did not meet the need in Stanwell.

TC agreed to report back to the LSP Executive as plans progress.

	7. Ashford town health check

Pauline Hedges presented the findings of some initial research into the possibility of undertaking a town health check in Ashford (see Appendix A).  This could take place through the Thriving Spelthorne Partnership (TSP) and Spelthorne Chamber of Commerce is keen to support it.  PH asked the LSP Executive if it would like the TSP to do this.  It could be resourced through the local authority, the South East England Development Agency or through local businesses giving in kind professional support.  Brian Harris added that Surrey Community Action run a scheme of student placements which could be used.

A discussion took place on the merits of the proposal. It was felt that there should be a clear outcome from the health check.  The initial idea had come from a member of the public and it was suggested that local businesses and groups, such as Ashford on the Map, could be consulted on what their vision was for Ashford.  It was also felt that the proposals for Spelthorne College should be considered as these would have an effect on the findings of the health check.

It was agreed that PH and Nigel Lynn would find out more for the next LSP Executive meeting.

	8. Annual Public Health Report 2005

SA presented the main findings of the 2005 Annual Public Health Report (see Appendix B).  She confirmed that the new PCT will continue to produce Annual Public Health Reports and that it is likely that it would look at individual boroughs.

NL noted that organisations such as Spelthorne Borough Council need to work more closely with the PCT on young people’s issues, as the youth work done in the borough offers an opportunity to convey health messages to young people.

Nick Dunkley asked whether the PCT could identify how the information in the report relates to the Healthy Spelthorne targets in the Community Plan and whether there are any additional areas that the LSP should be addressing in partnership.

	9. Update on Civic Awareness Around Train Stations project

The LSP Executive considered a paper which addressed a proposal from the last Assembly.  The paper concluded that effective partnership working was already happening concerning public safety on the rail network.  The Executive noted the conclusion but asked if the SSSP could consider fear of crime on the transport system instead.

	10. Update on widening Neighbourhood Watch project

Cllr Caroline Spencer gave a presentation on Neighbourhood Watch in Spelthorne (see Appendix C).  It is expanding and a new administrator will be in post in August. Some of the future aims are to include involving more young people and to include more hard to reach communities.  CS agreed to speak to AB about the possibility of involving the Youth Council.

A discussion was held over the benefits of Neighbourhood Watch. It was felt that, although it is hard to quantify, watches do lead to a reduction in crime. They also reduce the fear of crime and help people get more involved in their local community.

	11. Update on priority theme: Young People’s Spelthorne

AB gave an update from the Young People’s Partnership (YPP).

· A grant has been awarded for a mobile skate ramp.

· The Youth Council is going on a residential weekend to assess its progress and a new council will be elected in October.

· Spelthorne Borough Council, Surrey County Council and a local church are looking at providing activities at the pavilion in Cedars recreation ground.  The views of local residents are generally positive.

· The Youth Council is hoping to interview people who are in hospital due to smoking for their stop smoking film.

· The YPP is planning to relaunch in September with new members, revised terms of reference and a new Chair.

AD noted that the young people would need informed consent to film hospital patients. SA added that they would require approval from the hospital ethics committee.  PH suggested that they could work with the Breathe Easy group, as this would avoid undergoing such formalities.

	12. Update on Getting Around Spelthorne partnership project

Nigel Lynn presented findings of an exercise completed by Spelthorne Borough Council’s Research Officer, pulling together the information currently held on transport in Spelthorne (see Appendices D and E).  From this, four issues were identified as things that the Thriving Spelthorne Partnership could reasonably expect to facilitate. These are:

· Congestion in general

· Congestion in Staines Town centre

· Safe routes to school

· Transport problems of young people in Halliford, Stanwell and Shepperton

The LSP Executive endorsed this approach and asked NL to take the issues to the TSP for further discussion.

Sue Metcalf raised the problem currently experienced by Shopmobility users in Staines who cannot easily reach the office from the bus station and cannot afford to pay the new disabled parking charges to park near to it.  The possibility of a shuttle bus had been raised.  SM asked if the TSP could also consider this issue.

	13. Update on Local Development Framework

John Brooks gave a brief update on the Local Development Framework (see Appendix F).  128 responses have been received on the preferred options and they are being analysed.

Two new issues have recently arisen which need to be addressed. One is the requirement on local authorities to produce a strategic flood risk assessment.  The second is the special protection area that covers internationally rare birds in the borough and could affect where developments can take place.

Joy Willshire said that a number of staff from Spelthorne Borough Council, including herself, and Sue Metcalf had attended workshops on the next year of the Surrey local area agreement (LAA).  The meetings focussed on developing proposals for projects to be included in the next round of the LAA.  From these proposals, around six projects will be chosen by the Surrey-wide chief executives group for further work and inclusion in the draft LAA.
