	4. Initial feedback from Assembly

A discussion was held on initial impressions of the Assembly which had taken place earlier that day. Key points include:
· More time for networking would have been useful

· The event seemed more practical than previous ones

· The presentations were quite long and could have been broken up, possibly with time for questions

· It is important to feed back to attendees on what was done following their recommendations

· A weakness of the LSP is that there is little monitoring of what is being done under the community plan priorities

· More Borough and County Councillors could have attended

· The discussion groups did show that they were thinking in a partnership way but they could have been mixed up more with more scope for delegates to meet with different people on the different themes
· It was good to see the young people there

· Certain parts of the borough were probably not represented

· There wasn’t much time to get everything done – maybe next time we could do less but have more engagement e.g. questions from the floor

	6. Voluntary sector issues/ 9. Update on PCT partnership funding
Sue Metcalf said that the PCT had agreed for partnership funding to be rolled over for one year (2007/08) and that she was writing to Kay MacKay, who is on the PCT Board, to ask her to ensure that the voluntary sector’s views are taken into account when a final decision is made. She would send a copy of the letter to Nick Dunkley as Chair of the LSP.

Anna Raleigh said that the roll over was only for one year as Surrey County Council is also conducting a review of voluntary sector funding and the two organisations will develop a coordinated approach. It was hoped to work with borough/district councils as well.

	7. Proposal to spend partnership funding on youth anti-smoking film

JW said that a request had been received from the Youth Council for £1,000 funding towards an anti-smoking film that they were making. This was agreed and the Executive asked to see the film when it is completed.

Wyn Pockett proposed that the LSP endorses the Surrey Carers Charter, subject to comments made in her report. This was agreed.

Brian Harris confirmed that carers’ rights at work are covered by the Work and Families Act 2006.

	10. Feedback on seminar: Capacity Building to Deliver
Nick Dunkley gave a report on a seminar that he had attended with representatives of other LSPs (this was run by LSP Futures Network, which Spelthorne has joined). Some key points were:

· Differences between LSPs around the country e.g. some have Neighbourhood Renewal funding and full time staff

· The change to sustainable community strategies and working closer with communities

· Need to be clear and realise what LSPs can actually deliver

ND felt that it would be useful to learn from other LSPs outside of Surrey.

Richard Morris explained that the LSP in Epsom and Ewell had recently merged with the crime and disorder reduction partnership (CDRP).  This now means that the LSP holds the money which is provided by Government for the CDRP and reinforces the role of the LSP as the partnership of partnerships.
