	2. Notes of meeting held on 28 November 2005

	3. Matters arising not on agenda

Nigel Lynn informed the group that he is looking at how sustainable development can be included in the work of the Thriving Spelthorne Partnership.  Sylvia Meakin said that she fed back on the presentation on sustainable development and the Hospitals Trust has decided that it would like to develop a green policy.

NL confirmed that a consultation on parking charges is taking place and he will check if businesses have been included.  Regarding parking at Knowle Green, barriers are to be installed in the car park at the Council Offices and visitors’ parking will be extended.  NL agreed to update the Executive on decriminalised parking at its next meeting.

Cllr Ted Culnane informed the group of an excellent leaflet that has been produced on how to tackle antisocial behaviour.  He will find out about having it circulated to the LSP Executive.

	4. LSP Assembly – initial feedback

Paul Temple summarised how he felt the day had gone.  It had been well-structured and a wide range of information had been provided.  The exhibitions could have been placed near the round tables so people could refer to them when they were working.  The LSP could choose to change the format next time and allow more time for wider discussion of the issues and questions from the floor.

Brian Harris noted that the format for the day depends on how long it lasts and in the past people had asked for it to take place within the school day so that it did not cause child care issues.  It was generally agreed that 09.45-15.00 would be the right times for the day.

NL said that his discussion group was a bit rushed and suggested that the morning coffee break could be cut out (or people could take coffee back to their tables).

	5. Plans for Team Day

Cllr Christine Channon had observed the Assembly as part of her preparation for delivering the team day with the Improvement and Development Agency.  She said that the LSP needs to focus more on the local area agreement (LAA), the local public service agreement (LPSA) and its relationship with the Surrey Strategic Partnership. This could be considered as part of the team day.

TC thought that there could have been more consultation on the LAA. Chris White replied that the government timetable meant that there was little time for consultation, although LSP chairs had been consulted and district chief executives were involved in the projects.  A conference had also taken place in November to develop ideas.

There was a discussion about the LAA and LPSA and how Spelthorne should be feeding into it.  John Scott has since written a summary of the situation in Surrey, which is attached in Appendix A.
Geoff Chilton said that the team day should have a practical emphasis and produce a plan for what the LSP is going to do over the next 12 months.  We should also ensure that we give prompt feedback to the people who participate in the Assembly.  Regarding the LAA and LPSA, the team day should focus on what they mean for Spelthorne.

Chief Superintendent Richard Morris added that we should look at what the gaps are and how the LSP Executive can add value.

	9. Update on priority theme: Spelthorne CDRP

RM gave an update on crime statistics in Spelthorne in the last performance year (April 2005-January 2006):

Total notifiable offences: 6.4% decrease

Burglary: 13.2% decrease

Robbery: 26.9% decrease

Vehicle crime: 0.2% increase

Violent crime: 4.8% decrease

Domestic violence: 6.2% increase (which could be due to increased confidence in reporting)

RM was asked about the reason for the police officers who had been located at the Council Offices being brought back to the police station.  This was because of problems with the IT system, which was proving difficult to resolve, and a supervisory issue due to the police teams being separated.  A hot-desking facility would remain at the Council Offices.
	

	10. Update on priority theme: Young People’s Partnership

Andy Burns gave an update on Young People’s Spelthorne.  The Young People’s Partnership (YPP) and CDRP are forming a local public service board called the Safer and Stronger Board.  However, they are keen to communicate that it is not to say that young people are the cause of crime – often they are the victims of it.

The Youth Council was very involved in the last YPP meeting and it is encouraging to see their confidence in taking part and putting across their opinions.

An LSP communications group has met in the past and has kept in touch by email. SM asked whether the group could reconvene so more could be done to communicate what the LSP is doing.

	12. Any other business

Saroj Auplish and Janet Haynes informed partners of two health consultations.  One is about the reconfiguration of PCT’s and strategic health authorities in the south east.  This consultation proposes the formation of a Surrey-wide PCT, with a system of localities underneath it and GP clusters under that.  North Surrey PCT is keen to keep the local partnership working, including the LSP, through the changes.

The second consultation refers to changes in services within North Surrey PCT.  There are a number of public meetings on the proposals.  These are:
