	2. Notes of meeting held on 19 September 2005

These were agreed as an accurate record.
	

	3. Matters arising not on agenda

Emma Joynes said that there was no further news on the PCT reconfiguration.

Sylvia Meakin confirmed that the hospitals reconfiguration had been delayed until 1 February until the building work on the new wards was complete. She had attended Spelthorne Borough Council’s area forums and taken some questions from the public on the changes.

Karen Satterford said that a meeting between the key agencies is to take place in the new year to discuss the local public service board.  Discussions are ongoing regarding setting up a transport partnership.

Joy Willshire noted that there had been positive press coverage on the smoke free Spelthorne charter.
	

	4. Sustainable procurement

Ian Christie, Joint Head of Economic and Sustainable Resources (Surrey County Council), gave a presentation on sustainable procurement. See attached presentation notes in Appendix A.

IC suggested that this is something that all the Surrey LSPs could work on together, sharing experience and suppliers.  The LSP was open to this suggestion, depending on what other Surrey LSPs thought, particularly given the link to Thriving Spelthorne. Nick Dunkley said that schools would be an ideal place for this work. However, SM wondered how a local approach would fit in with the national NHS procurement policy.  IC agreed that this was an issue but thought that it would be considered by the new government taskforce on sustainable procurement.

	5. Update on priority theme: Spelthorne CDRP

Karen Satterford reviewed the last six months’ performance on Safer Spelthorne. Although there has been a 2% increase in overall crime rate, this is a smaller increase than in recent years and the overall tend seems to be down.  The CDRP has recently been running a campaign to stop people leaving valuables in their cars in order to reduce theft from vehicles. Whilst Spelthorne has a higher crime rate than the Surrey average, it is still much lower than the national rate.

Inspector Sarah Greenhalgh added that a campaign was being run in Stanwell to prevent damage to vehicles.
	

	6. Surrey Fire and Rescue Service Risk Management Plan

Colin Porter introduced Surrey Fire and Rescue Service’s Risk Management Plan, which is based on data analysis of demographics and information on past fires.  Its focus is on improving the standard of response, improving fire fighter safety and operating from fewer locations.  It is hoped that Chertsey will have a high volume pumping appliance to deal better with flooding. CP said that he did not know if any fire stations in Spelthorne were to close.  He said that Heathrow Airport should not be effected by the changes as it is covered by London Fire Brigade, however Surrey Fire and Rescue Service would respond to the Airport if requested.

The consultation period on the plan lasts until 19 January 2006.

	7. Update on priority theme: Young People’s Partnership

Andy Burns updated partners on Young People’s Spelthorne. The youth café on Friday evenings and “Gasolina” on Monday evenings are drawing good numbers. A new Youth Council for the year has been elected. A second “your shout” event has been held for the voluntary sector who work with young people. This time the theme was funding and a number of presentations were made.
	

	8. Parking in Spelthorne

NL gave an update on the new parking arrangements in Spelthorne. The main changes are that Spelthorne Borough Council is now responsible for yellow line enforcement, charges have been introduced for disabled parking and drivers must now pay to park in the local parks. A consultation on parking charges will begin in January.

Carol Sheppardson noted that some drivers may have disabilities which prevent them from pressing the button to obtain the special disabled driver’s ticket in the Elmsleigh car park. NL replied that the machines do meet DDA requirements and the Council are offering discounted season tickets to disabled drivers.

The issue of parking problems at Knowle Green was also raised. NL confirmed that this was being looked at.
	

	9. Update on key theme: Spelthorne Community Learning Partnership

Brian Harris gave an update on Learning Spelthorne. A coordinator has been appointed for vocational courses for 14-19 year olds and positive proposals are being developed for the future of Spelthorne College.

ND clarified that the Spelthorne Bridge project will be emphasising the return of pupils at risk of exclusion back to their own schools after they have been on the course rather than putting them into new schools.
	

	10. Review of Community Plan performance

JW ran through performance information on the first six months of the Community Plan. Many indicators had not been updated due to the frequency of data collection, but it was a useful task to focus on the Community Plan. Key points to note include:

· 2.1 – a system is to be set up to monitor the amount of consultation done with young people, which may result in a new baseline.

· 3.10 – the Hospital Hopper bus service is to be extended to include the weekends.

· 4.1 – lack of available data on prevalence of sexually transmitted diseases. Emma Joynes suggested that information from laboratories analysing test results could be used.

· 4.5 – addition of target to increase the number of carers supported.

· 4.8 – appropriate indicators are still being discussed.

· 5.8 – survival rates of new businesses will also be monitored.

	11. Plans for 2006 Assembly and Team Day

The Assembly will take place on 23 January and the Team Day will take place on 24 February.  The agendas for these events were agreed. 

BH asked for partners to consider whether they are able to contribute financially to the cost of running these events.  It is hoped that Surrey County Council will be able to contribute £500 to the cost of the Team Day.  Facilitators are also needed for the Assembly and partners were asked if they or their staff could help.

	12. Neighbourhood agenda

BH outlined Spelthorne Borough Council’s plans to work more closely in neighbourhoods. It will involve delivering projects on the ground and will include residents associations as well as voluntary organisations.  BH asked for organisations to consider whether they wanted to be involved as it would be an excellent way for the LSP to meet public expectations that partner organisations should be working together.

Chris White noted that there would be some practical difficulties, but was keen to explore different methods of engagement.

Anne Damerell suggested that both day and evening meetings should be considered to increase the number of residents who would be able to take part.

	13. Additional funding from Surrey Police

SG announced that Chief Superintendent Richard Morris was to donate £1000 to the LSP, which would be ringfenced for youth related work.  Charities would be able to bid for funding and it would be up to the LSP to decide how the money would be distributed.

AD thanked Surrey Police on behalf of the LSP and said that she hoped other organisations would follow suit.
