Proposal to use LSP funding for the Stanwell lantern parade
Purpose of the report

1. The report asks the LSP Executive to agree to contributing £1000 to the Stanwell lantern parade.

Main issues

2. Earlier this year, Surrey Police donated £2,000 to the LSP, half to be spent on a project for young people and half on the Stanwell project.  A request has been received for funding to support this year’s Stanwell lantern parade and it is proposed that the £1,000 funding for Stanwell is used for this purpose.
About the lantern parade

3. The lantern parade will take place in November and will be one of four celebratory arts events taking place across the county.  It will give members of the community the opportunity to access a celebratory arts event on their doorstep in an area that does not have access to a great number of events or facilities.  The parade will be celebrating the community and heritage specifically in the locality of Stanwell.

4. To accompany the parade, there will be a varied range of workshops and activities.  There will be three schools’ workshops, involving approximately 100 children, where local artists will work with the children to make lanterns and decorations, which they will carry and wear on the night of the parade.  There will also be a lantern making workshop at Stanwell youth centre, which will be attended by approximately 10 young people who will be able to receive accreditation through the Youth Arts Award.  Another workshop will be available to the wider community in a local venue.  Local scout and youth club attendees will be invited to take part in drumming workshops and to use their new skills during the procession.  Finally, the procession will be followed by a performance based on the heritage of Stanwell from the newly formed Spelthorne Youth Theatre Company.
Recommendations

5. The LSP Executive is asked to contribute £1000 to support the Stanwell lantern parade.
