If you recommend the demolition of Stanwell Day Centre, has a Feasibility Study been done on the proposed café in Clare Road of what catering facilities will be available and how many will it be licensed to accommodate.

OFFICER COMMENT:

You will note that there is a revised recommendation for Stanwell which states that other options be explored during the period of the PCT feasibility study for the report to Executive in October/November 2006 for the Stanwell site.

As you may be aware, the Clare Road option is not our preferred route, but the key issue identified in the consultation was a place to meet to socialise and this would help to support this need.

To date there has not been a detailed feasibility study carried out at this stage, but contact has been made will the agents and the rent is affordable.  It is likely that there will be a snack bar, teas/coffees and sandwiches.

The report also states that we will establish an older people task group to be involved in the final development of the proposals.
