    LSP Assembly date 15 September 2008
Melvin Hartley (MH) stated that all but one theme group had sent him a draft plan and he was ‘getting there’ with the revised strategy.  He agreed to send a copy of the draft to all as soon as possible.  MH aims to have the strategy complete in time for the BC Executive meeting in April.  JP asked if MH had been talking to Paul Sanderson SCC re the ‘golden thread’?  MH confirmed that he had and he would make reference to this in the document as well as matching the indicators in the revised Community Plan.  JP asked for the current deadline re targets and MH confirmed 14 March was the LAA deadline.

	5. Spelthorne Together Team Day, updates from 2 priorities:  Transport and Traffic Congestion and Physical and Built environment and actions for the future  
Tim Griffiths informed the group there had been some close working with the County including a meeting with Iain Reeves as well as Peter Jackson and Nigel Lynn.  TG felt that this had enabled various strands and enthusiasms to be brought together for the first time.  The Chamber of Commerce had sent out 700 surveys to the public and TG stated that replies were beginning to come in.  TG agreed to send the recent draft report to Julie to add to the minutes.    In terms of Airtrak and Heathrow expansion, TG reported how emotive this subject was.  SCC transport department will be looking at Staines shortly and TG had been told they would coordinate information.  As a result of Spelthorne Together TG believes there is now a good, open dialogue.  

JP stated that Linden Mendez is the contact for Transport for Surrey and that the Airtrak consultation is open till mid April via the website link, otherwise people could email him.  

DS thanked TG for his input and said that Iain Reeves had found the meeting very helpful.  

Wyn Pockett raised a question concerning the team day and the group which would be looking at ‘getting around’ Spelthorne.  MH stated that there was as yet no lead on this theme group and he would raise with Brian Harris.  There was also at this time no update from the Physical and Built Environment group.

	6. Voluntary Sector issues
WP shared information from Sue Metcalf.  At the last (LSP) meeting there had been concern re voluntary sector funding and a letter had gone out from this group and a response received.  The PCT letter stated that a decision would be made at the end of March and should schemes not be funded a 6 month period would be honoured as per the compacts.  Additionally, Wyn passed on thanks to Councillors who had used their Better Neighbourhood Grants to support Age Concern.  The CDRP are working on crime reassurance with older people and Wyn reported that Age Concern is working on the strategy group.

Safer Stronger Group   
 MH reported that the Safer Stronger group had just had their board meeting and funding had been approved for the coming year.  Voluntary sector organisations got their updates re funding them and despite having to ‘tighten our belts’ MH said there had been a good all round solution.  Crime Statistics continue to fall despite local reporting.

DS thanked MH for his hard work in juggling the money and stated that there had been a recent unfair news article regarding police figures.

JP reported that Ed Shaler is moving on from SCC and the new officer’s name is Gordon Faulkner who has come from the CLG and will start in April.

Health & Well Being Group

The group has met recently and WP stated there are concerns in terms of the size of the mental health group.  Joe Dunn is working with Liz Borthwick and Anna Raleigh is taking the lead on mental health for adults and children.  WP added that another issue arising is how different organisations look at health and well being and that the joint responsibility for this needs flagging up at the executive level of all organisations as opposed to the delivery level.
