	8
	Bus consultation 
Peter Wylde, Strategy and Policy Manager
SCC Environment & Infrastructure, spoke on the bus consultation review. The main network ran a consultation exercise between last autumn and January 2010. The Housing, infrastructure & Environment theme group submitted a report too.The analysis was reported to Cabinet in March and proposals for change in June. All contracts were retendered. Virtually all requirements were met, said Peter Wylde, apart from a few adjustments, and for the same subsidy. Among the views that came in, a lot of concern was expressed about the 557 (north to south, to St Peter’s Hospital). This had been retained. The 218 Staines to Kingston would be retained with slight adjustments and renumbered 458. Will continue to run every hour, Mondays to Saturdays on same route. An hourly Sunday service is expected to be re-instated on this route, on an initial six month trial basis with details to be confirmed. Consultation on the schools bus service was completed and was due to go to Cabinet on 13 July. (see attached).
John Packman said he was delighted at the retention of the 557 but expressed concern that a six-month trial of the 458 would not sufficiently highlight demand and a full cycle of a year would be better. Peter Wylde said that the length of trial was a Cabinet decision and they would welcome partners’ assistance in publicising the change. John Packman asked that the LSP Executive write a letter to County Hall to say six months was inadequate for the route trial.

After a short exchange of views,including the need to monitor the  use of the route, it was agreed to send a letter. 

Tim Griffiths questioned the number change, given the small amount of adjustments. Brian Harris said that several residents at recent Have Your Say events had been concerned about the service to St Peter’s Hospital. One bus in particular ended its route in Ashford town rather than go on to the hospital. Peter Wylde said there were also TfL buses serving the borough, which would remain unchanged.

James Painter said a resident at Have Your Say Lower Sunbury had made some valid points regarding the buses serving Ashford and St Peter’s Hospitals. 

i) Appointment letters should list the bus services to and from the hospital(s)

ii) Staff are currently not able to advise patients and visitors about bus times and routes – or where to get information. This should be addressed.

iii) The location of the stops at Ashford is unstatisfactory, with two roads to cross.

	Progress on themes - written reports submitted and circulated

a) Housing, Infrastructure & Environment: Paul Mitchell reported on the group’s joint training event and creation of a detailed action plan. Tim Griffiths said the meeting was very useful and there were lots of ideas being generated through partnerships.
b) Safer Stronger: Roberto Tambini presented the report. He said it was encourgaing to see the progress against objectives – and more had been done for less. He reported on PADs days; Neighbourhood Watch’s continuing growth – number of watches now 210 – almost doubled in 4 years; Community Payback; CCTV upgrade at Sunbury Cross; Junior Citizenship in its 10th year. James Painter said Spelthorne was the only Community Safety Partnership which had 3-4-year financial forecasts and commended the CSP for this discipline.
John Packman mentioned that day’s publication of a report into the repercussions of excessive alcohol consumption – not least the £1,000 cost of each alcohol-related hospital admission. A discussion ensued on the issue of cut-price alcohol sold by major supermarkets; this leads to people drinking at home before going out for social events. The knock-on effects were felt by partners: police resources; domestic violence; health implications; financial burden. Opinions were divided over whether approaching supermarkets to stop selling alcohol so cheaply was a viable solution. The counterargument was that the majority drink sensibly and it was the minority who needed to get the message. Ruth Hutchinson said there was one positive avenue – the political route. She said NHS Surrey had signed up to an evidence-based alcohol strategy (attached). All theme groups could run with the issue. James Painter said he would pass on details of a Radio 4 piece on supermarket alcohol sales policy
c) Children and Young People: Denise Grant reported. Youth Council continues to attract new young people and raise overall membership. Youth Awards 8 May 2010 delivered – report unfortunately not published in local papers. Work with Surrey Alliance developing new priorities and establishing how CYPP supports the new priorities. Sharon Bush said she had attended an Alliance meeting that day and was keen for the police to become involved. 
d) Health & Well Being: Brian Harris introduced the submitted update

	e) Economic Development: New deputy chairman Mike Wylie said the theme group had done one PtP workshop and was due to do the follow-up. The borough needed to attract businesses and visitors at no or little cost; the group was undertaking a Thames trip to look at the assets of the river. Keith McGroary reported a new, “free” post had been established for 6 months under the Future Jobs Fund Scheme – a young person to develop tourism/visitors to the borough. 
f) Stanwell: Brian Harris said Phase 1 of 4 had started and oulined the first developments – to include children’s centre, health & community centre. Richard Smith Ainsley said the community centre was a small buildings and expectation management was essential. A2D would gather opinions on what people want there. Negotiations with A2D were ongoing about other issues about the development . James Painter said there was an action plan.

	Voluntary Sector issues: 
Tim Griffiths said he had attended a Have Your Say meeting and was saddened to see the lack of people from the borough; the event could have been run better. Useful themes were coming out of Have Your Say, and officers and members doing a good job – but people needed to engage more. Roberto Tambini said Cabinet had been thinking along the lines of developing the events by having theme-specific meetings eg Airtrack, Eco-park, Stanwell New Start, London irish plans – rather than generic meetings in every corner of the borough.
Richard Smith-Ainsley said the events had been successful when held in collaboration with residents’ association meetings.

Denise Turner Stewart agreed with Roberto – that the audience peaked when specific “hot” issues were on the agenda.
VAIS: Joanne Jones reported on VAIS’s behalf. Continued interest in the Elmsleigh shop; several awareness weeks had been held on various themes eg Volunteer Week, Diabetes, Armed Forces.

	Communications
Joanne Jones reported the progress on improved communications/website via PtP grant (£2k) had stalled while the council website upgrade was not moving as fast as initially thought. The LSP microsite to hang off the main site would therefore be delayed. The grant was aimed at improving communications between partners and further ideas would be welcome.

Denise Turner Stewart asked if further realtime communications boards could be invested in. John Packman said feedback indicated they were of very limited value and use; they were very expensive to maintain and costly to keep up to date. Information on them gets out of date and is irrelevant – websites provide superior information for a fraction of the cost. The council is withdrawing its existing realtime message service. Mike Wylie reminded the meeting of his website Activspelthorne which is free to use to publicise events.
