	Safer Stronger
BTH read out the update (attached) including news on PADS day, Neighbourhood Watch, crime trends and Mayoral Payback – a legacy of the current mayor’s year
Children & Young People

Liz B reported – (attached) – on football projects, Spelthorne’s Got Talent (27 March); Youth Awards (8 May) at the Leisure Centre, with 90 entrants to date.

It was suggested footage to show at the Assembly would be a good idea.

BTH outlined the Olympics 2010 Young Leaders Programme, where 10 Spelthorne disadvantaged young people (16 years old) would be recruited to play a role in the 2010 games and Paralympic games. Mentoring by BP in run-up.

Mikhael B said BP was one of 6 sponsors, being involved in community affairs and the cultural Olympiad. The UK team had decided to find a way for disadvantaged young people to participate. With a third of the company’s workforce and a fifth of its global leadership based at Sunbury, it was decided to offer 10 places to Surrey, 10 to Spelthorne, out of 40 nationally. The young people would be matched to BP managers as mentors.

The idea of a celebratory event at Walton Excel to mark the selection of youngsters was taken up.
Health & Well Being

Sue R said the group would be meeting soon. NHS Surrey was very supportive. Subgroups – breast cancer, alcohol, were going well. The former was working on targeted activity to promote take-up of screening; the latter was pushing out messages, not just to teenagers.

Mental health group’s progress was slow. A colleague of Andy Burns would be addressing the group on 24 March, also Liz Andrews from NHS.
It was suggested PtP money could be used to run a Mental Health workshop.

Economic Development

Read out by BTH (attached).

Mikhael Bhudri said he was interested in obtaining “facts and figures” about Spelthorne in order to illuminate employees about what was available in the area. He had been challenged to create a community in the Sunbury office, and information would be useful for internal marketing.
Liz B said there was material available including the leisure directory.

Housing, Infrastructure & Environment
Paul Mitchell reported (attached).

Topics included work on railway barrier downtimes, bus review, Surrey Transport Plan 2011. Quick wins discussed included markets. Regeneration was going well in the 3 town centres.

James P suggested asking along a county spokesman on waste solutions, along with Sandy Muirhead for the local perspective.

BTH said Ashford’s programme was behind because of the situation at Brooklands. He reported that he, Roberto and John Packman had met with the interim principal and there would be learning retained on site – A levels and vocational training, with a double construction area.

A successful bid had been made for A2D and community funding for early intervention work with families going into rent arrears. 
BTH reported District Management Group was looking to find commonalities in the Priority Places with a view to an action plan across all four. There was a considerable amount of learning and parent training opportunities in Stanwell

James P said co-ordination was all-important. The health centre situation was positive and maybe SIP money could be used to progress this.

BTH reported that community warden Mick Raynor would continue to be employed by Spelthorne Council, but the reporting lines would change.

James P said this was a big positive – maybe the Stanwell Have Your Say can look at this?

BTH said the Northlands estate might be the focus of some attention.
