Young People’s Spelthorne update

Young People’s Partnership

Increase consultation on new provision for young people

· Youth Council have been actively involved in completing 3 projects: young peoples bulletin, youth awards and pool for all.  All of these came from the last Your Shout event and PADs days.

· In addition they are also developing a film for young people and the skate events for which they have consulted local skaters

· Students at Matthew Arnold are working with us to develop taster sessions for young people in the borough, they will be consulting their peers and trying to fill in the gaps.  Sunbury Manor will also possibly be working with us in the future.

· In the future, a video diary will be at the Urban Games and young people will be invited to give their views on current issues/ projects.  The Youth Council is working on this.

Improve agencies’ communication with and information for young people  

· Both PCT and SBC Parks are represented on the young people’s implementation group (YPIG).  Communication links with transport have been opened up and they are aware of YPIG and issues that may arise.  A representative from Churches Together has been invited to maintain good links with the faith community.

· The Youth Council is being used as a feed in and out from schools and youth clubs into the borough council to improve communication.

Increase quality of play facilities for young people

· The Council’s Liveability project has contributed to increasing the “play value” of the Borough’s play facilities.

Improve safety for all young people

· Pool parties are being held at the Leisure Centres to provide activities for young people on a Saturday night.

· Pool for All (snooker activities for young people) has been piloted during the Easter holidays and will run again during the summer holidays.

· Grants have been awarded to 6 voluntary organisations to assist in running holiday schemes during the summer.

· Youth Council are developing anti-bullying or drugs awareness film.

Improve transport opportunities for young people

· We have met with Surrey County Council local transportation and are investigating achievable aims we can work towards such as positioning bus stops in the right places.

Develop information regarding health services for young people

· Smoke Free Surrey Alliance stop smoking pack has been developed by Spelthorne Borough Council.

· Spelthorne Borough Council has also developed and printed sexual health posters and cards for young people.
