Update on priority theme:

Spelthorne Safer Stronger Partnership

4th July 2006

Following advice from the Audit Commission to those councils such as Spelthorne who were rated as “excellent” the Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership (CDRP) met with representatives of young people, in particular the Young People Partnership (YPP) to consider the creation of a “Public Service Board” for a Safer and Stronger Spelthorne.  Its aim was to combine the strategic roles of the CDRP and YPP.

Subsequent to discussions at two exploratory meetings it was agreed as follows:

1. To extend its membership of the CDRP to include Andy Burns, the Chair of the Young People Partnership and Councillor Denise Grant Borough Council, Borough Council lead on children and young people’s services.

2. To reflect its wider responsibilities the CDRP has changed its name to “Spelthorne Safer Stronger Partnership” (SSSP).

3. The Spelthorne YPP has been asked to review its membership and consider formal representation by the SSP on its Board.

4. To review the situation in 6-8 months time.

5. To more proactively promote community safety and young people’s issues and achievements.

Proposal to LSP Executive

There was no outright support for a combined meeting as offering any additional value over the revised proposals but the LSP Executive was asked to address the following:
