	2. Notes of meeting held on 23 January 2006

These were agreed as an accurate record.
	

	3. Matters arising not on agenda

Copies of the anti-social behaviour leaflet, mentioned by Cllr Ted Culnane at the last meeting, were handed out.
	

	4. Social inclusion update

Bob Coe gave an update on the first two years of Spelthorne Borough Council’s social inclusion strategy and asked if the LSP Executive wished to make any comments or suggestions.  Anne Damerell proposed that “We will ensure that vulnerable people are not excluded from the community for lack of transport provision” be added as a new item in the strategy. Saroj Auplish added that it does not make sense for the PCT to fund groups for vulnerable people if SBC then cuts off their transport.  Geoff Chilton suggested that the item should be worded in similar terms to the day centre item.  It was agreed that the LSP Executive would recommend adding a transport item to the strategy and BC agreed to consider this.  This should also go on the agenda when a Getting Around Spelthorne group is discussed.
	1. BC to review  strategy as suggested.

	5. Surrey LAA – which projects would the LSP want to support?

Chris White suggested projects in the LAA, which the LSP might want to support: accessible Surrey (coordinating community transport to improve access to services); integrating Surrey (working together locally for children); safer, stronger Surrey (reducing crime and anti-social behaviour and building stronger communities); sustainable lifestyles (changing lifestyles, attitudes and behaviours).  He said that more information would be needed in order to decide exactly how the LSP could be involved and whether it would be best for the strategy groups to be involved rather than the Executive.  It was felt that we would need to be sure what value the LSP could add and to make sure that it does not take on too many projects.  It was agreed to ask the relevant strategy groups to discuss the proposed projects and report back at the next meeting.

	6. Outcomes from Assembly and team day

A draft report on the team day was circulated (see Appendix A).  At the team day, the LSP Executive had agreed that it would take on a number of projects suggested by the Assembly.  In addition, the idea of adopting a focus on a locality (Stanwell) and how to improve the LSP were discussed at the team day.  It was agreed to take the following approach:

Proposal/issue

Action

Beyond Neighbourhood Watch (broadening its role to include things such as graffiti, rogue traders, bins, street lights)

Feed this to the CDRP and monitor.

Network Rail (promoting community pride and responsibility for the rail network)

Feed this to the CDRP and monitor.

Mobile youth café

Feed this to the LPSB and monitor.

Getting Around (how a borough-wide, strategic approach can be achieved to deliver this section of the Community Plan)

Form a working group to look at the issues and whether a strategic group should be formed (PF, CW, SBC to attend).

Stanwell

Agreed to adopt as a project. A scoping meeting to be arranged (Surrey Police, NSPCT, SBC, SCC, voluntary sector to attend).

LSP improvement

A working group to form to develop an action plan (AD,CW, Geoff Chilton, Brian Harris, Joy Willshire to attend).

Regarding Stanwell, CW said that Surrey County Council have £150,000 to spend in the area through the Self Reliance initiative, though he did not see it as only a SCC project.  The LSP would need to recognise that there are sensitivities around focusing on a single area.  It would also need to ensure that it works with residents.  Nigel Lynn said that although most of the Borough’s affordable housing is in Stanwell, it needs regenerating so that people want to live there.

Regarding Getting Around, it was agreed that, if a group was to form, it would need clear objectives.  It was thought that one issue for it to look at was communication around what services are available, including revising the LSP’s Accessible Transport Guide.  It would also need to link to the hospital transport working group.

It was agreed that the remaining proposals from the Assembly would be passed to the strategy groups to consider whether they wished to take them up as projects.

	7. Update report on decriminalised parking enforcement

NL gave an update on decriminalised parking enforcement (DPE).  The Council is currently researching parking around schools, waiting restrictions in shopping areas and controlled parking zones (residents’ parking).  Parking charges are being brought in line with Two Rivers from 1 April.  The national average charge for residents parking permits is £50-60 and there would be an extensive consultation period.
	

	8. Update on priority theme: Spelthorne CDRP, including youth funding from Surrey Police

RM gave an update on crime statistics in Spelthorne in the last performance year (April 2005-February 2006):

Total notifiable offences: 7.1% decrease

Burglary: 14.8% decrease

Robbery: 19.2% decrease

Violent crime: 4.8% decrease

Criminal damage: 9.5% decrease

Vehicle crime: 2.2% increase

AD congratulated the CDRP on this achievement.

The local public service board has had its first meeting and is called the Safer, Stronger Spelthorne Board.  There are some teething issues that still need to be sorted out.

Surrey Police have made a donation of £1,000 to the LSP to be used for youth related work.  The money must be used for charitable purposes.  RM asked the LSP Executive to send suggestions for how the money could be used to JW and it could be decided at the next meeting.

	9. Update on priority theme: Young People’s Partnership

Andy Burns was not able to attend the meeting, so JW read out a report on the Youth Council’s current activities:

· Some young people are producing an anti-bullying video with the help of Shepperton Studios, which will be distributed to schools in the area. (Cllr Denise Saliagopoulos asked how this was being funded – JW to find out.)

· One of the Youth Councillors has been elected onto the UK Youth Parliament.

· A Young People’s Bulletin has been produced by the Youth Council and distributed with the Borough Bulletin, to celebrate success stories involving local young people.

· A pool course and competition is being arranged for the East holidays.

BH added that the Spelthorne Youth Awards have been very popular this year, with 80 nominations for the event in April.

Geoff Chilton said that Spelthorne Borough Council have to meet Surrey County Council to discuss the proposal to close a number of youth centres in the Borough. The intent is to work with the County on solutions to the issue.

	10. Update on key theme: Getting Around Spelthorne

Paul Fishwick said that this year £1.2million has been spent on major works in Spelthorne, £1.2million on image and environmental works and £420,000 on projects in the Local Transport Plan.  Similar amounts will be spent on activities next year, including the Chertsey Bridge-Ferry Lane cycle route.  
	

	11. Proposals to review and rationalise partnerships, networks and forums in Surrey

JW told the LSP about Surrey County Council’s proposals to review partnerships.  Many groups across the county will be involved in this process.  Spelthorne Borough Council is also conducting its own review of the partnerships it is involved in and will share its results with SCC and the partnerships themselves.

The LSP Executive had asked for the LSP Communications group to reconvene. JW suggested that the group needed to be set a task by the Executive before it meets and asked partners to consider this.

	14. Any other business

BH noted that the term for the LSP Chair ends in May. If anyone would like to stand for election as the Chair, they should contact BH or JW.

The LSP development group that met on 25 April 2005 discussed the possibility of increasing the number of community representatives on the LSP Executive to five, representing the main towns of Staines, Shepperton, Sunbury, Stanwell and Ashford. Spelthorne Borough Council is organising an event with residents associations (RA’s) on 10 May, focussing on how it can improve its engagement with the local community.  It is intended that this “Your Shout” event will be held annually.  BH suggested that this event could be used to elect the community representatives.  Representatives would be asked to report back to the wider group of RA ‘s at the annual Your Shout meeting.  They would also be responsible for feeding issues raised by the wider community through the RA’s into the LSP.  CW felt that this might be difficult at the moment as the partnership is still looking at how it work.  He felt that it could consider having more councillors.  AD asked about the CAB representative and BH agreed to speak to Charles Napier about joining the group.

	16. Review of post-16 education in Spelthorne

Bill Blythe and Viv Ottaway from Surrey LSC gave an update on the plans for merging Spelthorne College and Brooklands College.  A formal proposal will be put to the LSC in the next few weeks.  If that is agreed, a public consultation would take place in May-June and the final decision would be made the Secretary of State.  A new college could be formed in early 2007.  The LSC is committed to having a further education presence in the Spelthorne area.  Magna Carta School is involved in the process.
