Update on Accessible Transport Guide
Purpose of the report

1. The report provides an update on progress on revising the LSP’s Accessible Transport Guide.
Main issues

2. In May 2004, the LSP published an Accessible Transport Guide, which was designed to help people overcome transport difficulties in Spelthorne. It was intended to be a comprehensive guide to accessible transport services, especially for the young, old and disabled.  A large number of these guides have been given to local residents and they are used by local voluntary services to advise clients.

3. The guide is now over two years old and needs updating.  At the last LSP Executive meeting, it was agreed that Spelthorne Borough Council would update the document with input from partners with a view to launching the second edition at the 2007 Assembly.
4. The revised guide is now almost complete and will soon be ready to print. It is proposed to distribute the guide through the following groups/places:

· Schools SENCOs

· Day centres

· Council offices

· Community Link

· Hospitals

· Libraries 

· GP surgeries/health centres

· Area forums (spring 2007)

· LSP Assembly

· SCC Highways

· VAIS

· Meals on wheels

· Disabilities groups

· Spelride 

5. It is estimated that 2500 copies would be sufficient based on the suggested distribution. This cost would be approximately £925.

Recommendations
