Update on PCT partnership funding

Report to LSP re Voluntary Sector Funding January 2007

Firstly thanks to the LSP (and particularly to Brian Harris and Wyn Pockett) for their support in lobbying the Surrey Primary Care Trust (SPCT) on behalf of the voluntary sector organizations in Spelthorne affected by the SPCT funding review. Such support is greatly appreciated as it demonstrates that the services provided by the voluntary sector in Spelthorne are valued not only by health and social care professionals but also by the wider community, both in the private and public sector.

At the last SPCT Board Meeting in December, which was attended by myself, Theresa Smith (Spelthorne Crossroads), Lynne Davies (Spelthorne & West Elmbridge Alzheimers Support Group) and Sam Sooi (Carers Support Spelthorne) we were advised by Paul Bennett (Director of Commissioning & Performance) that all funding due to finish in April 2007 would be rolled over for a further year until April 2008. (Except for a small number of schemes whose funding had already been stopped). 

We are grateful for the respite gained and hope that a fair and transparent process for bidding for funding (or, as is more likely, tendering for contracts to provide services), will be forthcoming as soon as possible.
