Young People’s Spelthorne update

Young People’s Partnership

Increase consultation on new provision for young people

· Youth Council has just completed a video diary of young people’s thoughts about Spelthorne.  This included ideas about future provision.  The diary was carried out at the Urban Games and the Youth Council asked members of the public questions on facilities and activities and what young people wanted to see developed in the borough

· The Youth Council has led on the indoor skate night and is now in the process of speaking to young local bands to see if they can perform on the nights which start on the 14th October

· Students at Sunbury Manor will be working with us in the future to develop an A-Z of services for young people in the borough.  They will decide what information and activities they want to highlight in the guide

· Taster sessions for young people at Spelthorne Leisure Centre have been taken on as a Youth Council project

· Youth Opportunities fund training is being given to the Youth Council which will then allocate money to groups for developing facilities for young people.

Improve agencies’ communication with and information for young people  

· Surrey Police attended the Urban Games which was very well attended by young people.  This provided the opportunity for informal interaction between them.

· A new health drop in session for young people is being launched on 19th September.  This will provide young people with confidential health advice.  It is a partnership project with North Surrey PCT, Surrey County Council, Connexions and Youth Counselling service and is based at Connexions centre in Staines.

· A list of projects happening in Spelthorne from all partners is now available for anyone.

· A-Z and young peoples website are to be launched in the coming months.

Increase quality of play facilities for young people

· A bid has gone to Big Lottery to develop the play strategy

Improve safety for all young people

· Due to the success of the Pool Party pilots, Spelthorne Leisure Centre will be continuing the nights from October onwards.  In addition, the Skate nights will also be run on a monthly basis therefore providing activities for young people on a Saturday night

· Pool for All (snooker activities for young people) was run for second time during the summer holiday

· A graffiti project was successfully run over the summer which targeted offenders

· Cedars Pavilion is being developed as a youth drop in centre

Improve transport opportunities for young people

· New targets are being worked on which are achievable by partnership work including increasing awareness of current transport opportunities and working with the Youth Council to develop a charter with the bus companies

Develop information regarding health services for young people

· Youth drop in (see above)

· A fun day was held in Stanwell in partnership with health promotion services (North Surrey PCT) which increased awareness of physical activity, healthy eating, stop smoking and sun safety.
