Young People’s Spelthorne update

Young People’s Partnership

Increase consultation on new provision for young people

· The Youth Council have just been elected for the current year and include individuals from the travelling community, young carers, guides, scouts, youth centres and the school.  They have formed 4 project groups working on arts and entertainment, positive publicity for young people, health and fitness and their projects will include the youth awards and the anti-smoking film.

· The first indoor skate night happened on 14th October.  The event had 20 young people volunteering and the youth council auditioned and selected the bands that would be playing.  A regular group of skaters have now formed a forum and will be helping with the organising and running of the night.
· Taster sessions for young people at Spelthorne Leisure Centre has now been taken on as a school project with Matthew Arnold
· Youth Opportunities fund training has been given to the Youth Council and young people can now start applying for the money.
Improve agencies’ communication with and information for young people  

· Local Democracy Week involved 15 students and youth councillors taking part in political speed dating and 3 secondary schools and 2 primary schools hosting a councillor for the day.  This enabled many young people to get their views and opinions heard by the councillors
· 5 schools have agreed to hold focus groups to develop the content and design of the young people’s website
· Local ward councillors and the police were invited to the last youth council meeting to discuss safety in Sunbury
