Update on Stanwell Moor neighbourhood action plan

Background

1. This paper updates the LSP Executive on the Stanwell Moor neighbourhood action plan, which Spelthorne Borough Council is producing.

Main issues
2. As discussed at the last LSP Executive meeting, Spelthorne Borough Council is working with Reigate and Banstead Borough Council, which has funding to demonstrate to other councils a methodology they have developed to produce “local neighbourhood action plans”.  This involves working with the community and local councillors to identify issues in the area and produce an action plan in partnership with other organisations.

3. Stanwell Moor has been chosen as the area to be addressed. This is a discrete area that would enable us to effectively trial the methodology and is felt by residents to be an area that is often left out from other initiatives.  It also ties in with the work being done on Stanwell New Start.

4. Initial meetings have taken place with officers from both the Council and partner organisations to discuss the particular issues affecting Stanwell Moor. Borough councillors for the ward were also asked for their input prior to the local elections. 

5. Given that the process is intended to be councillor-led, we were not able to begin the public consultation until after the elections. We are now able to begin, and various consultation methods will be used over the next few months to gain input from across the community.  This work will be conducted by Spelthorne and Reigate and Banstead Borough Councils.

6. When the results of the consultation are available, discussions can take place within the Council and with appropriate partners to discuss the issues that the community raised and what can be done about them.  The proposals will be agreed with the community and local councillors before a final action plan is produced by March 2008.

Recommendations

7. No action is required at this stage.  The LSP Executive will be kept updated on progress and how the work fits in with the Community Plan especially the Stanwell New Start project.
