Update on Stanwell New Start
a) Housing Development

Draft layout plans have been produced and will be displayed at an exhibition to take place on 10/11/12th November at ?. 

There is a continuing  redesign in order to meet issues raised by residents regarding density and parking. There appears also for a need to incorporate more semi-detached properties with additional car parking.

Many home owners have said that they would like to stay and move to a new home rather than sell and move out.

Plans encompass 300+ properties, extra care housing provision and community buildings and the layout has been based on the feedback.

At present we are half way through one to one visits with a majority of positive responses (90% of owners). At this stage Approximately 9 – 10% are against the development.

The process of one to one interviews has not only been a great learning exercise but a good way to address the miss-conceptions about the development. There are now less anti signs being displayed and views are changing.

It is believed that at present there is a large silent group of residents who are in support of the redevelopment but at this stage, do not want to speak in favour. This is not to minimise the fact that there are some people against the development. However there is still a lot of work to do with the community. A2 do not want to force the development on people.

From the visits in homes 4 key areas were picked up.
1) People believe A2 and SBC have created some of the problems in the area themselves.

2) Victory Close development has been a disaster due to the density of area.

3) Do not want a repeat of the Westminster situation.

4) Better Policing of the area.

There is also a perceived need to deliver on any promises made.

The proposed exhibition is for 10 -12 November where plans will be displayed and it will be made clear that this is an involving/evolving  process. There will also be an access to a room for private discussions.

An invitation will be hand delivered to residents and then posted to community groups.

b) Health centre

The health centre development is currently running to timetable. 

A design of the building has been produced and will be tabled at the exhibition. At present 6 developers are engaged in the tendering process. There is still an issue regarding the location of car parking (SCC).
Facilities in the development will hopefully include Health centre, Library, Information centre, Community area and Café, and some use for the Stanwell children’s centre.

c) Future Builders

It was confirmed that there had been no significant progress regarding the youth centre site.

Options from SCC property department have been sought, and the proposal will be going to the members property panel in November.

The SCC Self Reliance fund has approved 4 projects which target services for children and young people and families. 

1) Creation of Youth development worker post, who will work with the locality team and small number of families to address issues with behaviour which affects the community.

2) Education and Social Services working with families to break the cycle of families who for what ever reason keep falling back on using social services. Addressing things as attendance at school etc.

3) Mini Bridge project and early years intervention.

4) Pyramid trusts parents programme running to establish positive mental health. 

It is hoped the work will start in January 2007.

d) Children’s Centre

A proposed option is Centre being spread between Town Farm School, Youth Centre and Health centre.

Style of governance for the centre needs to be discussed and agreed. A meeting with stakeholders is to be held in a few weeks.

e) Police Initiatives
There is to be an increase in PCSO’s from 2 to 4 by end of 2007.

The proposed police centre at  2 Laburnum Way has been  tendered for. This proposal has been backed by residents. There will be a need to apply for planning permission regarding change of use. It is hoped to be in use before Christmas.
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
