	DANGEROUS WILD ANIMALS ACT 1976 - LICENCE TO KEEP DANGEROUS WILD ANIMAL(S) - 
CONDITIONS SUBJECT TO WHICH THE ABOVE LICENCE IS GRANTED
1.The animal(s) shall be kept by no person other than Licensee.

2.The animal(s) shall be kept at the premises specified in Licence and shall not be moved from the premises without the prior consent in writing of the Council.

3.No animal other than as specified in the attached schedule shall be kept under the authority of this Licence.

4.The offspring from the animal(s) shall not be moved from the premises without the prior consent in writing of the Council.

5.The Licensee shall hold a current insurance policy which insures him/her and any other person entitled to keep the animal(s) under the authority of the Licence against public liability up to a minimum of one million pounds (£1,000,000), the term of the policy to be satisfactory in the opinion of the Council.

6.The animal(s) shall at all times be kept in the accommodation specified in the application.  The accommodation shall be suitable to the size of the animal(s).

7.A heating appliance shall be provided within the enclosure which is of such construction as to constitute no risk of fire.

8.The animal(s) shall at all times be supplied with adequate and suitable food, drink and bedding material and shall be visited at suitable intervals.

9.Facilities for collection and disposal of all used bedding and other material shall be approved by the Council.

10.All excreta and soiled material shall be removed at least daily from the enclosure.

11.Facilities provided for the preparation of food must be kept clean and vermin-free at all times.  Refrigeration facilities shall be provided where fresh meat is used.

12.All bulk supplies of food shall be kept in rat-proof containers.

13.Suitable precautions shall be taken to eliminate flies inside the perimeter area and enclosure.

14.Adequate fire fighting equipment shall be available for use outside the perimeter fence and its position clearly marked.  A notice shall be prominently displayed in a suitable position detailing the procedure to be followed in the event of fire.

15.A responsible person shall at all times be on or within a reasonable distance of the premises for the purpose of giving warning and taking other necessary steps in the event of fire or other emergency.

16.The Licensee shall permit officers of the Local Authority, veterinary surgeon or veterinary practitioner, authorised by them to enter the premises at all reasonable times.

17.A copy of these conditions shall be suitably displayed in a prominent position outside the perimeter fence.
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
